Star Lire Assvn:;c—'x Soctery.-- The re-
port of the directors, read at the anmial meet-
ing of the Society, held March 2nd, 1868, Wm.
McMaster, Esq., in the chair, was as follows:
“ The Directors have pleasure in presenting the
following summary of the operations of the
Society for the year 1867 During the year
9908 policies have been issued, for the assurance
of £367,915, yielding in annual premiums,
£12,308 5s. 114. It will be seen from a com-
parison with the repart for 1866 that there is
a diminution in the nhmber of policiés actually
issued, This arises from the circumstance
that the directors, with their usual care, have
felt it prudent ta decline several proposals
which have been submitted to them, and not
from the deerease if the mumber that have
been made, 1353 applications for assurance
have been received, of which number the Di-
rectors, in the exercise of that caution which
tends so much to the prosperity of a Provident
Society, have reluetqntly declined 158, while
164 have been refused by the applicants in
consequence of the tefms quoted ; were it not
for this the number of policies issued would
have been larger. -The proposals made show
that the office is regarded with the same favour
and confidence which it has enjoyed for so many
years. .

The annnal income on the 3lst Devember
Jast as shownm by the Aaditor'’s Report, was
£155.856 10s.. 61. 'The sum of £1,300 has
beéen received as the Consideration’' Money for
the purchase of Immediate Ann ities. It will
be in the recollection of the ‘meeting that this
branch was only commenced last year. The
Direcfors report the deaths of 142 persous who
were pssured (with Benus additions), for £66,
859 Js. 7d., a sum consider ably less than that
of the previous year ; it is satisfactory also to
know that the calcalations of the Society pro
vided for 179 deaths, thus again the average is
within the prescribed linrit The total :;me
paid since the estalilishment of the Society
amount to £552,160_ 11s. 7d.  The balance of

On that dby a lnge and res Lle meeting
was held, and Thé Toronto Mutual Fire Insur-
ance Confpany wWas duly orghnized with &
Board of gine Dirdetors, chosén by ballot, and
a well-conkidered gode of Bye-laws, more com-
plete perliaps of tReir kind thanany then exist-
ing in Cagada.

The Cogipany divided into two branches

—a Housélold Banch, for the insurance of
isolated dwellingd and risks not hazardous—
and a Mercantile Branch, for the insurance of
other clashes of {»wperty not specially hazard-
ous. Thesa two brfaches are by law financially
independént of esch other, and neither can be
held respunsible In the slightest degree for
losses by fire occufring in the other branch.

The Batird of Digectors, at their first meeting
