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LONDON, Feb. 21.—The prevalence 
of mines m the North Sea is causing 
a complete/ change in the routing of 
Dutch shipping. Recently Dutch lin­
ers, bound for Oriental ports, 
up the Suez Canal route in favor of 
the Cape of Good Hope passage. This 
change has proven very successful, 
the Dutch at the Cape giving the lin­
ers good patronage, and the Dutch 
flag receiving a cordial welcome at 
Cape Town and other South African 
ports.

Dutch freighters bound for Ameri­
ca are now advised to creep up the 
coast within the three-mile zone 
til a point is reached where they can 
cut across to the north of Scotland, 
instead of using the usual Atlantic 
Channel passage to the Atlantic. The 
Zeeland Line, which lias been main­
taining a regular daily service be­
tween Tilbury and Flushing, has now 
reduced its service to three sailings 
weekly.
