The
road along which the bridal pair
passed from the " palace to the
church was spanned with arches
covered with bright flowers and
along both sides were drawn up lines
of soldiers and school children.

The little capital of the princi-
pality of Hohenezollern had made
every effort to render itself attractive
tor the occasion although it was un-
derstood that the marriage was to be
celebrated in as quiet a manner as
possible owing to the political situa-
tion.

A gate of honor was erected at the
railroad station, where all the royal
guests were met by military escorts,
which accompanied them to the pal-
ace.
