He Understands His Subject When
Writing of Hoetch.

MANY MEN WERE FLAT BROKE

And Hundreds Slept in Berrooms ll‘
Lived on Charity—The Moosehorn
Saloon a Pupular M.

Tappan Adney's book; ‘'The Klon-
dike Stampede of 1807-8,"" {s filled with
good things, well wonh the time neces-
sary for careful perusal, by either new
comer or old timer. One paragraph
may be cited as being of local interest
and showing the general accuracy of -
the writer in descriptive matter, apd =
bow truty be caught the m“‘tﬁ’“””"
times of which he writes,

Under the page caption of f'm._”
appears the following :

‘“An example of the better class of
Dawson salooms was the “Pioness’ ot
‘Muoasehorn,' a favorite resort ‘of old
timers. The proprictors, Messrs. Dine-
more, Spencer & McPhee,” were types of
the early Vukon pioneer. Frank Dens-
more, in fact, was among the first who
crossed the pass, and he rocked for gold
on the bars of the upper Yukonia dozen
years before the Klondike was knows.

I recull the ‘Pioneer’ as a large, com-
fortable room, with the usual bar on
one side, huving a massive mirror be-
hind, and several large moose and caris
bou antlers on the walls, a number of
unpainted tables - and ‘benches . and
chairs, the latter always filled with men
talking over their pipes, reading much
worn newspapers (six months out of
date), a few engaged in games of poker,
und nine-tenths dead broke, but as wel-
come apparently as .the most reckjess
rounder who spilled his dus over the
bar, ' It struck the outsider with won-
der, the seeming indifference of the
proprietors whether one putronized the
bar or not, for what other interpretation
can ove place on a water barrel at the
end of the bar? Then, too, the ‘busted’
man of today, might be the milijonaire
of tomorrow; but the reason lay deeper
than that. There were men destined -
not to have fortumes. Very late &t
night, when Dawson had turned in for
u snatch of sleep, one might see them
lying on benches and the tables, home-
less, stranded men, half sick and de-
pendent from day to day on the charity
of strangers, und who, but for this wel-
come bench or table, had no place to
lay _ their heads. Something of the
xenerous spirit ot the old Yukon life
made these men welcome,
