ROME, Jan. 2.—The Austrians last
night were compelled in consequence
of Italian operations to abandon th-
Zenson bridgehead where they had
lodgement on the west bank of Piave
River, and pass to the eastern bank
" of the river, the War Office reports.
All the Zenson band is now held by
the Italians. Text of statement: At
Zenson di Piave owing energetic pres-
sure begun- on Thursday and contin-
uned without interruption, the enemy
Jast night was obliged as a result of
our combined operation with fire and
detachments, after suffering heavy
Josses, to abandon the bridgehead and
pass again to the left bank of the
river. All the ground bend is now
held by us. On the remainder of the

front artillery action on both sides
genefrally was moderate. Our artill-
ery ghowed more activity on the As-
jago Plateau, and enemy guns in-
creased their fire. On Monte Tomba
Pigve sector last night enemy airmen
atdcked Camp strina and repeated
aggression against the inhabitants of
the open cities of Vicenza, Rassano,
Cavels, France' and Treviso where
bombs were dropped. Altogether we
tegistered: 18 dead, and 44 wounded;
victims for the most part belonged to
civil population. The materdal dam-
age was slight. Our air squa:drons
bombarded enemy aviation camps.
Two hostile machines were brought
down by French-British airmen in the
course of the day.
