SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD KEGULATIONS.

ANY even numbered section of Dominion 
Lands in Manitoba or the Northwest 

Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, 
may be homesteaded upon by any person who 
Is the sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry may be made personally at the local 
land office for the district In which the land 
to be taken Is situated, or II the homesteader 
desires, he may. on application to the Minis­
ter of the Interior, Ottawa, the Commission­
er of Immigration, Winnipeg, or the local 
agent for the district in which the land is 
situate, receive authority tor some one to 
make entry for him.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES—A settler who baa 
been granted an entry for u homestead ia re­
quired to perform tho conditions connected 
therewith under one of tho following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
end cultivation of the land in each year 
during the term of three yeare.

(2) If the fattier (or mother,, if the father 
Is deceased) of any person who is eligible to 
make a homestead entry under the provisions 
of this Act, resides upon a farm In the vi­
cinity of the land entered for by such per­
sons as a homestead, the requirements of 
this Act es to residence prior to obtaining 
patent may be satisfied by suoh person re­
siding with the fattier or mother.

(3) If the settler has hie permanent resi­
dence upon farming land owned by him In 
the vicinity of hie homestead, the require­
ments of this Act as to residence may be 
satisfied by residence upon the said land.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT should be 
made at the end of three years, before the 
Local Agent, Sub-Agent or the Homestead 
Inspector.

Before making application for patent the 
settler must give six months' notice In writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his Intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 

MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased at 

$10 per acre for soft ooal and $20 for anthra­
cite. Not more than 3z0 scree can be ac­
quired by one Individual or company. Roy­
alty at the rate of ten cents per ton of 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross out-

Quartz.—A free miner's certificate Is grant­
ed upon payment In advance of $7.60 per an­
num for am Individual, and from $60 to $130 
per annum for a company according to capi­
tal.

A free miner, having (Uncovered mineral 
In place, may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,500 feet. 

The fee for recording a claim Is $6.
At least $100 must be expended on the claim 

each year or paid to the mining recorder In 
lieu thereof. When $500 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, upon having a sur­
vey made, and upon complying with other re­
quirements, purchase the land at $1 an acre.

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2% per cent, on the cales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square; entry fee $5, renewable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental, $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent collected 
en the output after It exceeds $10,000.

The pocket oook is the British 
soldier’s military bible, and the name 
“Tommy Atkins” was at once adopted as 
his proper nickname.

CONSUMPTION CURE.

Prof. Behring Reveals Operation to 
Congress.

Paris, Oct. 8.—Prof. Behring read 
yesterday in the Tuberculosis Con­
gress a paper upon his discovery of a 
cure for consumption. Summed up, 
Prof. Behring’s paper affirms the dis­
covery of the curative principle in tu­
berculosis, consisting in the impreg­
nation of the living cells of the or­
ganism with a certain substance. The 
principle seems to have been effective 
against the malady in the case» of 
cattle. Prof. Behring believes that it 
will he equally effective in the case of 
humans.
n Prof. Behring said: “Within the 
last two years I discovered the exist­
ence of a* curative principle, complete­
ly diferent from the antitoxin I de­
scribed 15 years ago. This principle is 
based on impregnating the living cells 
of the organism with a substance 
drawn from tuberculosis veins, which 
substance I have named 'Ç. C.

“This agent can be fixed by con­
tact with other substances by the 
phenomenon known as absorption. 
Furthermore, under certain conditions, 
it possesses assimilating qualities. In 
one word, it represents the quasi-vital 
principles of the bacirri. In the process 
of immunizing bovines against tubercu­
losis the T. G. of bacilli is freed from 
accidental substances. It exerts symbi­
otic action in the interor of the organic 
cells. The presence of T. C. is the cause, 
on the onë hand, of hypersensibility to 
Koch’s tuberculin, and, on the other 
hand, of protecting reaction against tu­
berculosis.” 1

Prof. Behring believes that his new 
method will protect mankind threat­
ened with phthisis against harmful 
conséquences from tubercular infec­
tion. He admits that he never would 
have dreamed of cellular immunity 
had not Dr. Metchnikoff written on 
phagocytes and entered closely into 
technical details of how he managed 
to dispose of substances that were 
likely to prevent therapeutic action. 
The professor ended nis paper by con­
gratulating himself on having secured 
Prof. Roux's collaboration. and by 
hoping that at thè next congress he 
would be able to record progress made 
against human phthisis.

Dr. Bever, official representative of 
the United States. Invited the con­
gress to meet in America in 1908. The 
invitation was accepted.

FOUND RELICS IN AN OLD BOX.

Toronto Man Made Rich Haul by Buying 
Unclaimed Goods.

Toronto, Oct. 9.—^When Frank Walsh, 
a bricklayer, 514 King 'street east, pur­
chased in Henderson’s auction rooms 
for $2.50 a large packing case, he struck 
a bonanza. The box had been sent from 
Derry, Ireland, to Robert Moore, Lon­
don, Ont., but was never claimed, and 
had been in the auction rooms for over 
five vears. When Mr. Walsh opened 
the case on Saturday afternoon, he was 
surprised to find it filled with guns, 
swords, blackthorn canes, pikes, angers, 
and all manner of goods. The most 
valuable things in the box were some 
four dozen willow pattern plates and 
platters of very old design, some of 
which, however, had been cracked. 
Four bottles of holy water were care­
fully labeled and packed in a separate

There were in the box several old 
swords and guns which had been used 
in the Ballynahinch Rebelion of 1789. 
Another sword had been found in an 
Austrian shipwreck on Ratlmallen 
shore. Two of the old flintlock carbines 
were labeled “71st Regiment.” Several 
old triangular bay-onets. some of which 
were used by the Irish police, were also 
found. An old iron lantern and a brass 
crimping machine were interesting

One of the oldest articles in the case 
was a fiddle bow over ICO years old.- 
Among the* smaller things were rebel 
pikes, Irish clogs, iron tether posts, 
Irish china, wooden plates, horns, and 
candlesticks.

The case will probably net Mr. Walsh 
several hundred dollars.

BATTERED RAFT A CLUE.

Washed Up on Shore of Vancouver Is­
land, May Reveal a Tragedy.

Victoria B. ‘C., Oct. 8.—Circumstan­
tial evidence is multiplying to make it 
all too certain that a grim tragedy has 
been enacted off the entrance of the 
Straits of Fuca during recent days.

There is small doubt that the little 
raft with empty water barrels, some 
salmon tins and some bottles picked 
up by Lightkeeper my kin at Point 
Carmana is the same which, when 
sighted off Bandon. Ore., Wednesday, 
held five human lives.

A gale was raging all night, and of 
the victims on the raft nothing will 
ever be told, as they must have per­
ished long ere the frail timbers that 
for a time supported tnem were dashed 
on the desolate Vancouver Island

A large quantity of timber and 
other flotsam was washed ashore 
wherè the telltale raft was found.

A supplementary report from Light- 
keeper Daykin states further that he 
has found amongst the wreckage of the 
raft a triangle with pieces of canvas 
tacked on it, having all the appearance 
of a used sea-anchor

“On dne of the empty’s.” the mes­
sage states, “is the names T. Stewart, 
and in addition to the tins, of salmon 
already reported there were a number 
of sauce bottles. Capt. Andrews, of the 
Glealvon. just 'arrived. experienced 
thick weather entering the straits. He 
says that in the straits last night a 
large steamer was sighted towing some 
low-lying object.”

MAY BE NO COAL STRIKE.

President Mitchell’s Opinion of Situation 
in Anthracite Field.

Pittsburg, Oct. 7.—John Mitchell, 
President' of the United Mine Workers 
of America, arrived here to-day from 
New York on his way to Elizabeth. Re­
garding the possibilities of a strike next 
spring Mr. Mitchell said:

“As far as I can judge, after having 
been in the anthracite field for some 
time, everything will work out har­
moniously in the end. I can see no rea­
son why there should be a general coal 
strike next spring.”

YESTERDAY IN
CITY CHURCHES.

REV. R. J. TRELEAVEN DEALT WITH 
QUESTION OF SUICIDE.

Children’s Day at Brskine—Old Folks at 
Emerald—Rev. J. L. La Flair at 
James Street Baptist. ^

Rev. R. J. Treleaven, First Methodist 
Church’s new mindstek, preached a> 
very strong sermon last night, to a large 
congregation, on suicide. For the lesson 
he read and commented upon Judas’ sui­
cide and as his text took the Second 
Samuel xvii. 23, the story of the sui­
cide of Ahithophel. He first spoke of the 
characteristics of this suicide—selfish­
ness, pride and cowardice—and then 
turned to the question of suicide in 
Canada, umbering two a day or 624 a 
year. Suicide may in a large measure, 
he said, be accounted for by the mater­
ialistic tendency of the age. Anarchy 
is to be traced to the same source. The 
anarchists may have suffered wrong, 
but the real reason for the existence is 
that they have lost faitlTin the immor­
tality of the soul, and the justice of 
God. In a large measure suicide may be 
accounted for by the greed for gold of 
this age. The struggle for luxury, honor, 
position and riches is so great that 
those engaged in it have no time to 
east or rest, or sleep or play. Even the 
sanctity of the Sabbath is invaded and 
they spend the day scheming and plan­
ing and doing foundation work. The re­
sult is, sooner or later, health gives 
out and man goes down. Reverses come 
and rather than suffer disgrace, be 
courts death. The desire to live beyond 
one’s means is another fruitful cause of 
self destruction, and in part it is due 
to sensational novels. Mr. Treleaven re­
ferred to the statement that large pub­
lishing houses in the United States en­
gage the best lawyers at large salaries 
to go over novels with instructions to 
leave in all they can that is bad with­
out bringing the book within the con­
demnation of the law. He urged upon 
parents the necessity of providing their 
children with good books. As conducive 
to suicide he mentioned slavery to vice, 
remorse of sin, the cup that inebriates 
and the hell of the gambler, speaking 
strongly on the evils of intemperance 
and mentioning cases that had come un­
der his own observations of ruin through 
betting at the Woodbine race track. 
In this city a boy of 12 in one of the 
public schools, had been offered a dia­
mond ring at Christmas, by his father, 
if he would give up cigarettes. The lad 
wanted me ring, but said he could not 
win it. He called upon men of clear 
minds, sound judgment and strong wills 
to give up smoking on acount of the in­
fluence of their example. Mr. Treleaven 
also spoke of the suicides brought about 
by dispondency and of the cure—unfal­
tering, unfailing trust in God.

Children’s Day. "
Yesterday was Children's Day in Er- 

skine Church. There was a good attend­
ance at all the services. In the morn­
ing Rev. W. Ross, M.A., of Guelph, gave 
a most interesting address to the chil­
dren. The choir was composed of a 
large number of the boys and girls of the 
Sunday school, and they sang well, un­
der the guidance of Miss M. McBean. 
Rev. Mr. Ross read scriptural lessons 
from 121st Psalm and the 5th chapter 
of Matthew. The subject selected for 
the children was “Thy word is a lamp 
nnto ray feet and a light to my path­
way.” He impressed upon the minds and 
hearts of the children the lesson of hav­
ing right companionship along life's path­
way and of being by word and example 
a comfort and help to others, going 
about doing good. In the afternoon the 
regular Sunday school session was held, 
and in the evening a sermon to parents 
and friends of the Sabbath school was 
preached. The subject chosen by Rev. 
Mr. Ross was^-the parable of the good 
Samaritan.

James Street Baptist Church.
Rev. J. C. Sycamore yesterday preach­

ed anniversary sermons at Port Rowan 
Baptist Church, and the pastor of that 
church, Rev. J. S. LaFlair occupied the 
James Street Baptist Church pulpit. He 
preached two well-reasoned and practical 
gospel sermons, which made a most fav­
orable impression. In the morning his 
text was “Sir, we would see Jesus,” in 
which lie emphasized the importance of 
looking to Christ to secure salvation.

In the evening Mr. LaFlair spoke on: 
“Son. remember,” Luke xvi., 2ô. After 
describing the various forms of memory 
he went on to say that if memory meant 
so much to people now, what would it 
mean in the world to come. In the af­
ter life everything would be made 
known and at once; and as a person had 
done wrong so would his remembrance 
punish him. In the case of good livers 
the future would be but a fulfilment of 
the present.

At the evenhig service James John­
son and his boys sang the Glory song.

Large congregations yesterday attend­

ed the special anniversary services held 
in Centenary Church.

He pointed out 
that the only true conception of God was 
that of a father, and of the univprse that 
of a home, and. one great warrant for 
this belief was the attitude of Jesus 
Christ when on earth, for no one would 
deny that He was at home in the

SOLVE SALOON PROBLEM.
Gothenbury System May B^Adopted in 

Los Angeles.
Los Angeles, Oct. 7. —As the result 

of a formal proposition submitted in 
writing to the city of Los Angeles yes­
terday there is a possibility that the 
“Gothenburg saloon system” may be 
installed in this city, supplanting the 
present private ownership of the 200 
saloons here. The propoeition came 
from twenty-five of the leading busi­
ness men of the city, among the num­
ber being several possessing personal 
fortunes of millions.

It is proposed by these men as a cctm- 
pany to pay to the city $180,000 a year 
for the 200 saloon licenses now in oper­
ation in this city, and to reduce the 
total number of saloons from 200 to 
twenty-five. The company offers to ao 
quire the furniture, fixtures and goodv 
will of the saloons of the present pro­
prietors at an apprised valuation. After 
the license tax has been paid, the stock­
holders of the company, under the pro­
posed plan, will be entitled to 6 per cent, 
dividend^ from the receipts of the busi 
ness on the total amount of their in­
vestment, the remainder of the profits 
from the operation of the twenty-five 
saloons to revert to the city treasury.

A DUEL WITH HIS WIFE.

The Woman Shot in the Eye and 
Instantly Killed.

New Y'ork. Oct. 7.—Denton H. Hop­
kins, a die-cutter in Brooklyn, shot and 
instantly killed his wife in a duel in the 
hallway of her flat on Johnson street, 
Brooklyn, to-day. Although married 3U 
years, the two were living apart, hav­
ing quarrelled over money matters. To­
day Hopkins called at his wife’s flat, 
knocked for admission, and when she 
opened the door they began to fire at 
each other with revolvers.

Hopkin’s sister,who witnessed the duel 
was unable to say who shot first. Hop­
kins was wounded in the hand by a bul­
let front his wife’s weapon, and finally 
shot her in the eye. She died instantly. 
Hopkins was arrested and charged with 
murder.

CLOTHES EATEN AWAY.

Body of Billy Duffy, of Montreal, Found 
in Field.

Montreal, Oct. 8.—The body of a man 
konwn around the wharves as “Billy” 
Duffy was found in a field at St. Laur­
ent this morning with blood and bruises 
on the face and side of the body and the 
coat and vest eaten away, supposedly by 
cows. The police of the neighboring 
parish of St. Louis found a half-drunken 
tramp named James Kelly, about half a 
mile away, and they are holding him be­
cause he identified the body as that of 
his pal “Billy” and told a rather inde­
finite story of fights last night.

BRITAIN FIGHT GERMANY?

Story That She Was Ready to Mobilize 
Her Fleet.

Paris, Oct. 7.—The Matin reviews the 
circumstances of M. Delcasse’s retire 
ment from the Foreign Office, alleging 
that a number of sensational incidents 
occurred in connection with the change. 
M. Delcasse is represented as makin; 
a speech to the Ministry warning them 
that if they yielded to the German de­
mands concerning Morocco the Ministry 
thereafter would always be subject to 
German dictation.

The Martin further asserts that Great 
Britain conveyed definite assurances to 
France of her readiness to mobolize 
the British fleet, with the view of adopt­
ing aggressive measure^ if Germany at­
tacked France.

New Company Secures St. Catharines, 
Pelham and Welland Charter.

St. Catharines, Oct. 7.—The sale of 
the St. Catharines, Pelham & Welland 
Electric Railway Company’s charter to 
build from this city through Fenwick 'o 
Dunnville, and another by way of Font- 
hill to Welland, has practically been 
closed with a syndicate of capitalists, 
with which it'is said the Pellatt-Nichoils 
interests are identified.

The road will in all probability form 
part of the system of trolley lines by 
means of which the Mcholls people will 
cover the great fruit district west and 
south of this city.

BONES FOUND IN GARRET.

Two-year-old Infant’s Remains Discov­
ered at Sarnia.

Sarnia, Oct. 7.—A scandal enacted 
anywhere from two to five years ago 
came to light yesterday. The remains of 
a child were found in n box in the garret 
of a house on the outskirts of the town. 
The house has been vacant and reoccu­
pied many times in the last few years.

Local physicians say the child was 
about seven months old. It was stowed 
there at least two years.

GROCERY STORE
CLEARED OUT.

FIRE DID CONSIDERABLE DAMAG8 
EARLY THIS MORNING.

Arthur Lavis and John Thompson the 
Losers—Blaze or Saturday Night 
Scorched Frame Sheds.

A fire that started shortl^after 5 
o clock this morning in the two-storeÿ 
frame and brick grocery store at 276-278 
King street west almost completely de­
stroyed the place. The cause is un­
known, but the bljfcze had evidently been 
going some time before being noticed, ae 
when the alarm wag turned in the flames 
had spread to almost every part of the 
building.
