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THE SHOE TARIFE.
Mr. Charles E. Slater, President and 

General Manager of the great shoe com­
pany that bears his name, does not pose 
as an advocate of higher tariff on shoes. 
A person named Geo. E. Slater was quot­
ed us advocating before the Tariff Com­
mission higher duties on shoes, and many 
havo confounded this Slater with the 
head of the big Slater Shoe Company, of 
Montreal. That gentleman vigorously 
denies that he wants more tariff, and 
seeks to disabuse the publiée mind by 
publishing the letter which he sent to 
the Manufacturers' Association, giving 
liia tariff views. We quote:

In the month of November, 1902,1 had 
the honor to sumbit to your Association 
at length, my views, upon certain ques­
tions affecting our common interests, and 
I have not since seen or heard anything 
to cliange my opinion, as therein express­
ed, to any great extent.

I am of the opinion that looking at the 
present tariff on our guos as a manufac- 

* turer, and as a citizen of Canada, it af­
fords to us all the protection which we 
can reasonably expect, and I cannot an- 
tiepate that any success is likely to fol­
low the proposed movement for an in­
crease in tariff.

It is true that some of the adjust­
ments on some of the items which enter 
into the manufacture of our goods, might 
reasonably be considered, and this with­
out adversely affecting any other man­
ufacturing interests; but I am not going 
to admit, tacitly ur otherwise, that 
with a protection of thirty-five per cent.
1 cannot compete within:the Dominion 
of Canada with American manufactur­
ers of boots and shoes, and I tell your

Îssociation—as I have been telling the 
orld for several years—that I think 
e can fairly and honestly beat them be­

fore the public.
Of course, if the tariff is construed im­

properly—if under valuations are per- 
Diitted—wre labor under a very serious 
disadvantage ; but with a proper con­
struction of the tariff, proper valuation 
and the protection given us by the ‘dump­
ing clause' (which I consider has, is 
working, and shouldWork out to our ad­
vantage) it seems to me that we have 
no just reason to ask that the Govern­
ment should increase the burden of the 
people by increasing the tariff on the 
goods we manufacture.

f regret that I am not able to join in 
spirit or in fact with the other boot 
und shoe manufacturers who belong to 
your association, but I am firmly con­
vinced that my interests—as well as 
tlieirs—lie in the direction of getting the 
Government to make an adjustment that 
may be necessary in certain items, but 
to leave alone the question of an in­
crease upon the duty imposed.

These arc the words of one of the best- 
known and most successful manufactur­
ers of the country, gml they indicate a 
confidence in the merits of his goods and 
a consideration of the Canadian consum­
er that might well be more widely cul­
tivated. To a man of Mr. Slater's breadth 
of view the demand f«,(r more than 35 

. rmiegfcina. on shoes^is a con­
fession of inferiority and^of4 greet lack 
of business ability that will not be made 
bv self-respecting men. Why did the 
Manufacturers’ Assoçiation neglect to 
have Mr. Griffin reprint Mr. Slater’s let­
ter prominently in that work known 
to fame and to the Association’s accounts 
as ‘‘Protection and Prices,” of which he 
tells us 158,000 copies were circulated, 
bo that Canadians might appreciate the 
true situation and give Mr. Slater the 
credit due ? But perhaps it will now find 
its way to.the eyes of the Tariff Com­
missioners, and if so the tariff-seeking 
George Slater’s appeal will have served 
a useful purpose.

order is of greater moment--than the 
objections of a few to the change. A 
hardship it may be that a man’s assess­
ments arc increased, or liia benefits re­

iness and shaping the laws of these so­
cieties is open to adverse criticism. It 
is always possible taat a supreme body 
may make laws that the rank and file 
would not approve, and which tend to 
“headquarters rule.” No need for us to 
go into detail; every member knows how 
it is done, and sees the results. Too; of­
ten the higher bodies are under control 
of some strong personalities at the top. 
In some cases holders of office are per­
manently enfranchised and qualified for 
the highest legislative functions, and 
thus the representative, character of the 
controlling body is weakened or destroy­
ed. The careful investment «of the funds 
and the salaries paid are also matters 
of prime interest. Some of these mat­
ters the Government will do well to take 
up and regulate in the interest of the 
thousands of members throughout the 
Domiiiiun. And no society that is un a 
good basis and honestly conducted should 
offer objection.

! The folly of removing the gold royalty 
In the Ÿùkon is illustrated in an ex­
penditure of $2,388,355 over the revenue 
since 1898.

The rich mines should 
pay the cost of government there, and 
the royalty system ought to have been 
retained to collect it.

A good many Hamiltonians who do 
hot take much interest in the trading 
Stamp question still resent strongly the 
action of meddlesome Torontians in com­
ing here to begin litigation.

THEY ARE ALL BRITISH.
The number of Scotchmen, besides 

the Premier, in Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman's Cabinet will help the Min- : 
istry in Scotland, but not in England. ' 
The pride of the Scots in their nation- 1 
nlity rather hurts English self-esteem, I 
which the other day exploded in a wry 1 
angry publication. The Scot forgets 
t|iat in the land now happily united 
there was once two nations; the Saxon , 
in the Lowlands, the Celt in the iitgh- I 
lands, strangers in blood, language, and 
institutions. Nor did the Lowiandor, 
by himself, succeed in subduing and in­
corporating tin* Celt. It was with the 
help of England that the Highlands were 
finally subdued and incorporated with i 
the Lowlands. The Union, in fact, made 
Scotland. Walter Scott was intensely 
Scottish, and an adorer of Scottish anti­
quities. There was nothing about him 
separatist or in the least offensive to 
English self-esteem.—-Goldwin. Smith, in 
the Weekly Sun.

Wo hardly know what Mr. Smith is 
driving at in this paragraph. Why should 
Scottish national pride hurt an English­
man’s self-esteem? Scotsmen are, if any­
thing. even more patriotically imperial­
istic than are Englishmen, and their pride 
in the Empire includes England. The 
half-veiled sneer that Scotland would not 
be what she is were it not for England 
can be met by the statement that Scot­
land and Scotsmen, according to abilitv, 
have done ns much for England, as she 
has done for herself. Who have done 
more to fight Britain’s battles, to found 
lier colonies, to people and rule Ihoiti 
than have these same Scotsmen ? If Mr. 
Smith can show that Mr. Bnnnermun 
has chosen colleagues for their nation­
ality, rather than for tlieir ability, he 
may have a grievance, but he has not 
shown that.

Mavor Adam, of Buffalo, has sent his 
first message to the Common Council. In 
it, he says:

Gentlemen—The conduct of municipal 
affairs is a matter of business and not of 
politics. By the process of the recent 
election, the people of this city employ­
ed those who take office to-day to man­
age the affairs of this municipality. Kv- 
ery city official is responsible to the 
people and not to a political "party or 
to a part, of a party known as a political 
organization or a political boss. The 
Charter sets forth the duties of eacn 
official and the Charter confers no power 
of government of municipal affairs on 
any individual or group of individuals 
other than on those officials duly cho­
sen by the people and their qualified 
subordinates.

It will be noticed that Mayor Adam 
is not a believer in the Spectator doc­
trine that civic affairs should be govern­
ed by a political party. The Mayor 
contends that “municipal affairs is a 
matter of business and not of politics.” 
That is the contention of every sensible 
person, whose judgment is not warped 
by party bias and the desire to make 
something out of the city to the advaat- 
age of the party to which lie belongs. 
Mayor Adam wants no Con. Club man­
agement in his.

ARCANUMITES AND OTHERS.
A New York State, judge has held that 

the reoent increase in the assessment 
rates of the Royal Arcanum must not 
be ]>ermitted, because it involves n 
change of contract with the member 
insuring, and either increases his pay­
ment» or decreases his benefits without 
8ii» consent. If this decision holds good 
the bankruptcy of the order is not far 
distant. Increased revenue, or a de­
crease in liabilities, must be secured, and 
the Supreme Council made the changes 
complained against to avoid a worse 
thing.

^V4.t first sight the decision would ap­
pear to be a reasonable one and one that 
would bear the review of the higher 
courts. To those, however, -who look 
beyond the mere contract, and take into 
consideration the conditions to which 
tlee contracting parties agreed should 
govern their dealings, it is not so clear 
•that the decision is in keeping with the 
fitness of things. Tlee society is a mut­
ual one, consisting of the members only, 
each member being insurer und insured. 
They make the laws, and amend or re­
peal them at will, according to rules 
agreed upon. Each member is a share­
holder in the society and is liable pro 
rata for its liabilities. Each subscribes 
to the constitution and -by-laws and 
agrees to conform to them. A part of 
the law of the society is -that the terms 
and Conditions prescribed by the duly 
constituted supreme body is binding 
upon all members. Without assenting to 
such rule of government no man can 
become a member of the organization. 
Can it be held that this rule does not 
affect the member’s insurance agree­
ment? that once a rate of payment is 
fixed it passes beyond the power of the 
order to alter it, even if it prove so in­
sufficient as to imperil the stability bf 
fhe order? If so, then wherein comes 
the mutuality or fraternity of the friend­
ly societies? Must all the other members 
suffer because one, or two, or two hun­
dred, object to making necessary pre­
vision to meet obligations?

It. seems to us not unreasonable to 
expect that the appeal takkn to a sup- 
e*-ior court will reverse who ‘finding of

BURNS AT WORK.

New President of British Government 
Board Brisk.

The London Standard, in describing 
John Burns at work, says: The stately 
policeman on duty round about the var­
ious Government offices in Whitehall 
were unusually wide awake. They were 
awaiting the cuiping of the new Presi­
dent u£ the Local Government Board, 
with whom several had had close ac­
quaintance in his obstructionist days, 
and all were anxious to give the work­
man-minister his first-official salute.

.lust before Big Ben struck eleven, a 
Short, sturdy figure swung jauntly 
down Whitehall. It was Mr. John 
Burns coming to take up his duties 
at the offices in Charles street. He 
was carrying a bundle of papers in 
one hand, and was in his conventional 
garb, that is, a lounge suit and bow­
ler hat, and without an overcoat. In 
honor of the occasion, however, lie 
wore a black jacket ‘instead of his 
customary blue one.

As he passed by, constable after con­
stable raised his hand stiffly in salute, 
and Mr. Burns, throwing back his 
head, acknowledged each man punctil­
iously.In fact, to the casual obser­
ver he might have been used to such 
things all his life. But no crowds of 
wildly enthusiastic workingmen gath­
ered to cheer him on his way. Save 
for the studiously polite policemen, he 
walked along unrecognized.

Arrived at the entrance of the Local 
Government Board offices, the President 
swung open the doors and ran lightly 
up the first flight of stairs. The at­
tendant in his box at the head of this 
first flight was fairly taken bv sur­
prise. nnd had liardlv time to "spring 
to attention before his new chief had 
gone by, not. however, without be 
stowing on him a genial nod. Hie 
wound flight was negotiated in stabler 
fashion, for here there were several 
minor officials standing about, and 
reaching the first, floor, Mr. Burris was 
escorted with due ceremony to his 
room.

Then began the serious work of the 
day. The President commenced by 
holding a small levee, for the various 
permanent officials, solemn of face and 
immaculate in attire, were one bv one 
introduced to tlieir short-jacketed, 
bluff-mannered head. To more than 
one caller requesting the favor of\nn 
audience Mr. Burns was very much 
engaged, but two important * visitors, 
it is understood, were received. Thev 
were Earl de Grey and the Lord Mayor, 
who came to discuss with the Presi 
dent of tlie Local Government Board 
matters connected with the distribution 
of the Queen's Unemployed Fund.

IT WAS PURELY
AN ACCIDENT.

JURY IN LONGLEY INQUEST SIMPLY 
REPORTED THE FACT.

Train Hands Were Ignorant of the Fact 
That There Had Been an Accident 
Herbert Foster Was in Danger.

If any one suspected for a minute that 
Elliott Longley met his death otherwise 
than by being sturck by a Grand Trunk 
engine at the Lottridge street crossing, 
let him banish the doubt. A coroner’s 
jury has certified to it. The rather un­
usual and foolish questions asked by 
one or two members of the jury were 
features of the inquest, which was con­
cluded last evening. %

“We find that Elliott Longley came to 
his death by being struck by a Grand 
Trunk engine while on the tracks be­
tween 7 and 8 o’clock on Saturday morn­
ing.”

This was the verdict rendered, after 
eight witnesses had told their stories.

Thomas Catchpole, King street west, 
who found the body lying between the 
rails on the north track, told about noti­
fying William" Thomson and George 
Schwartz, of the Petrie Manufacturing 
C-o., They called the patrol and notified 
the coroner.

A sister of the dead man, Miss Frances 
Longley, and Robert Foster, who were 
with him, but walking a short distance 
ahead at the time of the tragedy, told 
their stories. Miss Longley declared she 
did not hear the whistle or bell of' the 
engine. She looked up just in time to. 
yank Foster out of danger.

The engineer, H. Clark, of Sarnia tun­
nel, told about leaving Hamilton with a 
train consisting of 59 empty freight cars. 
The caboose and four freight cars parted 
from the train about a mile east of Ham­
ilton, but this was not discovered until 
Beamsville was reached. The train was 
run on a siding, and the engineer and his 
fireman, Vincent Clements, then started 
back with the engine to pick up the lost 
cars. They reached the Hamilton yards 
unaware that they had struck and killed 
a man ; waited until the passenger for the 
east left and then returned to Grimsby. 
It was the duty of the brakeinan, said 
the engineer, to signal if the train was 
intact, and lie had done this at Stoney 
Creek and Winona.

Orie of the jurors disputed much of the 
evidence, and outlined a little story of 
ho>K, in his mind, the accident happened. 
He intimated the fireman must have 
known the cars had broken loose, because 
he would be burning less coal. He also 
denied the statement of Miss Longley 
that there was a light on the rear of the 
engine. The other jurors gently rebuked 
him for asking such foolisli questions.

Another juror sought to prove that the 
engineer was’blind because he could not 
see the lights on the caboose or the man 
on the track, although, it was explained 
to him, that some of the cars in the mid­
dle of the train were so wide it was 
impossible to see the caboose lights on 
that account.

Albert Taylor and Mrs. E. Longley 
also testified. Coroner Baugh presided, 
and it was his first inquest since re­
ceiving the appointment. He conducted 
the investigation in a business-like way.
