DOMINION REVENUE.— Returns published in 
last week's FREEMAN showed that the customs 
receipts at St. John in July amounted to $44,- 
721.92,—a falling off of $21,649.44 when com­
pared with last year. In Halifax the decrease 
was not so great, as will be seen by the follw- 
ing statement :

Fearful Storm at Buctouche. LONDON, April 4.—The dispatches of special 
correspondents in South Africa agree that the 
capture of Ceteywayo is all important,because 
as long as he is free he will remain the centre 
of conspiracy and mischief. General Wols- 
eley,however,has no intention of pursuing him 
with British troops, as the nature of the 
country renders such a course impracticable. 
His policy rather is to stir up the neighboring 
tribes against the King. Agents have been 
sent to the Swazies and Amatongas with this 
object in view, and 5000 cattle have been of- 
fered to Oham if he will capture his brother. 
One telegram even says that a price has been 
set upon Cetewayo’s head, but this seems an 
exaggeration. Gen. Wolseley in an address to 
a number of chiefs on July 12th, informed them 
that he had no desire to take any of their ter­
ritory, but Cetewayo was a fugitive and could 
never more be king. Gen. Wolseley had sum­
moned all the native chiefs to meet him at 
Emangwene, about nine miles north of 
Umlatoosi River, July 19th, to hear 
his final words of settlement. The 
chiefs who were present at the meeting July 
12 declared that the Zulu nation had now no 
head and they wished to have no more black 
kings, but would prefer John Dunn-for King. 
They promised to bring all the chiefs of the 
coast districts to the Emangwene meeting, but 
these tribes do not constitute the most warlike 
part of the nation.

A flying column started for Emangwene on 
July 14th to prepare for the meeting.

LONDON, Aug 4.—In the House of Commons 
to-night, after a protracted debate, the vote of 
credit for three million pounds for the Zulu 
war was agreed to without division.

Sir Stafford Northcote moved that the 
thanks of the House be given Lord Lytton, 
Viceroy of India, and officers and men of the 
Afghan expedition.

THE continued depression in business 
affects the banks very seriously, and only 
those that are most prudently managed can 
properly be regarded as in a perfectly sound 
condition. The Mechanics’ Bank of Mon­
treal, for some time known to be weak, was 
compelled some time ago to close its doors. 
The Exchange Bank declared no dividend 
for the last half year, and the President 
stated at the annual meeting that a large 
part of its capital was unemployed during 
the year, and that more than thirty whole­
sale dry goods stores failed during the year, 
and many engaged in other business had 
succumbed. The Consolidated Bank has 
been forced to close its doors. A union of 
two mismanaged Banks, it never was as 
strong as with its capital it should have 
been, and some persons possessed of little 
capital themselves were to the last allowed 
to use the capital of this Bank largely, one 
dry goods house owing, it is said, over half 
a million dollars. The paid up capital was 
was $3,472,000, and the published annual 
and monthly statements showed that the 
annual profits, after deducting losses and 
expenses, ranged from $384,684 in 1876 to 
$257,346 in 1879. Last session- a Bill was 
passed authorising the Company to reduce 
its nominal capital by 40 per cent. Soon 
after it was whispered in the streets that 
this did not represent all the actual reduc­
tion, and that there must be another reduc­
tion of 40 per cent, of the reduced capital. 
Sir F. Hincks, the President, published on 
behalf of the Directors on July 15th, a 
letter stating that the assets of the Bank 
were good value for 1} to 11 million, but 
public confidence was shaken, and deposi-

THREE LIVES LOST.

Or the prospects of the Belliveau Albertite 
Mine the “Post” says : “Last year it will be 
remembered, that a vein of about a foot in 
width at the maximum was accidentally un­
covered in the conglomerate formation back of 
Taylor’s Village. On this vein a bore hole 
was sunk, a distance of 160 feet at which depth, 
17 inches of Albertite was passed through—so 
the foreman—Mr. Patrick, Jr., informed your 
reporter. A second bore hole was then made 
a few feet to the south and was sunk 335 ft. 
At a depth of 185 ft., 49 inches of Albertite 
was found. The Directors becoming satisfied 
from these indications that they had at last 
‘hit upon’ the article, and that further boring 
was unnecessary, commenced sinking a pit. 
Your reporter found this pit had reached a 
depth of 50 ft. The ‘shift’ at work was busy 
blasting the shale, which was very hard and is 
found dipping perpendicularly, but so contort­
ed as to have no discernable strike. These 
shales are overlaid by a conglomerate rock dis­
posed horizontally and unconformably to 
shales But the manager has not confined his 
work to sinking the pit; he has also been pros­
pecting and sinking test pits and cross cutting 
the strata west of the main pit. At a distance 
of 630 yards from it, a heavy deposit of red 
marl exists in which a fracture was found 
This fracture has been traced already a dis­
tance of 300 yards in a straight line 8. 80° E., 
and your reporter measured in this fracture a 
vein of Albertite varying in width from one to 
three inches.

Buctouche, Aug. 7.—A fearful hurricane 

passed up the Buctouche River and vicinity 
last night about five o’clock, doing much 
damage. Eight buildings were destroyed. 
The large bridge was carried away, also the 
tower of the Catholic Chapel. The Convent 
was saved. Three people were killed, and 
many very badly injured. The Telegraph 
Office was damaged.

[The Convent referred to is in the rear of 
the Church. The bridge is just above the 
village, and connects with the post road.]

A late telegram says :—
The tornado started some where north of 

the Dollard Settlement, destroying there all 
before it. It then swept to the main Buc­
touche River and passing down the north side 
levelled everything in its path.

The current appears to have been about four 
hundred yards wide.

Upwards of one hundred houses are de­
stroyed including the new Superior School, 
Powell’s tannery, warehouse, &c.

Most of the shipping was grounded, the 
bridge at the town was completely wrecked, 
and telegraph wires broken, &c.

Passing south of the town it destroyed the 
house of Rev. Mr. Michaud and injured the 
tower of the Roman Catholic Chapel.

SUDDEN DEATH OF THE CATHOLIC BISHOP 

of KINGSTON AT QUEBEC. - On last Saturday 
morning the Right Rev. Dr. O’Brien, Bishop 
of Kingston, was found dead in his room at 
the St. Louis Hotel, Quebec. The “Chro­
nicle” says:—

The deceased prelate arrived in this city on 
Thursday morning, accompanied by Rev. 
Father Lynch, P. P., of Peterborough, and 
Rev. Father Brown, P. P., of Port Hope, both 
of the diocese of Kingston, en route for the 
watering places on the Lower St. Lawrence. 
During the day he visited His Grace the Arch­
bishop ; the Ursulines ; St. Patrick’s Church; 
the Seminary and other places of interest. 
During the afternoon he also visited the Legis- 
lative buildings and returned to the St. Louis 
Hotel, where he partook of a hearty dinner. 
After dinner he again went out for a walk on 
the Dufferin Terrace, still accompanied by the 
clergymen already named, where he met Hon. 
Mr. Starnes, Speaker of the Legislative Coun­
cil, and Mr. McShane. M. P. P., and on their 
invitation, again went to the Legislative build­
ings, where, as we have already said, he occu­
pied a seat on the floor of the House to the 
right of the Speaker. He remained there till 
after eleven o’clock, when he returned to the 
hotel and after half an hour’s chat with his 
two priests retired to his room seemingly in 
his usual health. He had arranged with His 
Grace the Archbishop to accompany him yes­
terday morning per steamer Saguenay to Chi- 
coutimi, whither the latter has gone to be pre­
sent at the celebration of the first anniversary 
of the consecration of Mgr. Racine, the first 
bishop of that diocese, on Monday next. In 
accordance with this arrangement, His Lord- 
ship gave instructions that he should be called 
soon after five o’clock yesterday morning. 
The servant not receiving any response to his 
summons proceeded to the room occupied by 
Rev. F. Brown, who was already up, and told 
him of not having received a response. The 
latter supposing that His Lordship was in a 
deep sleep from the fatigue of the previous 
day, and as there was still plenty of time to 
spare, concluded to let him rest a little longer. 
Finally, he went and knocked at the door, and 
receiving no reply, went and called Rev. F. 
Lynch, when both went and getting no 
response to their knockings, procured a 
chair and looking through the fanlight 
over the door, to their horror per- 
ceived His Lordship lying on the floor 
on his left side with a pillow under his head, 
his mouth turned somewhat downward, and 
apparently dead or in a swoon. To summon 
assistance and force the door was the work of 
but a moment, but alas ! only to find the body 
still warm to the touch but no pulsation. His 
Honor Lieut.-Governor Robitaille, M. D., and 
Dr. L. B. Church, M.P.P, both of whom are 
staying at the Hotel, were quickly on the spot, 
and were soon joined by Doctor Henry Rus- 
sell, who had been sent for, but their united 
efforts to restore breathing were unavailing. 
His Lordship evidently took unwell during the 
night and would seem to have got out of bed 
for the purpose of emptying his stomach, as 
his dinner was found in an undigested state in 
the chamber. Whether he felt to weak to get 
into bed again, or, finding it too warm, con­
cluded to lie on the floor is of course unknown, 
but there he was found as already described. 
It has since struck both the reverend gentle­
men already named that on returning from the 
Legislative buildings, they found him not so 
active as usual, and that his breathing was 
somewhat heavy. This they at the time, how­
ever, attributed to the heat of the weather.

The verdict of the Coroner’s Jury was 
“ Death from cerebral apoplexy, brought on 
by indigestion.” The body was placed in a 
casket hermetically sealed and sent to King­
ston by rail, after having been carried to the 
Seminary Chapel, where the “Libera” was 
chanted. From the Seminary, which was 
draped in mourning, a large number of clergy­
men, members of the Legislature, etc., walked 
in procession to the Railway Station.

Bishop O’Brien was born in the township of 
Loughboro, about twelve miles from Kingston, 
and was only about fifty years of age. He 
was early distinguished for his ability, his love 
of learning, and the gravity of his character. 
He was consecrated Bishop on April 18th, 
1875.

SEVERAL of the Western papers allege

The 
Toronto “Globe” says :—

It is a striking commentary on the boasted 
victory of September last, that within ten 
months after taking office Sir John Macdonald, 
with a majority of 80 in the House of Com- 
mons, dare not make such changes in his own 
Cabinet as seem to him urgently desirable, 
because he cannot be sure of the re-election of 
a new Minister—or rather because he knows 
that to open a constituency means certain and 
very damaging defeat. Better from his point of 
view to allow incompetence and shiftlessness 
to reign supreme in one of the most important 
Departments, than run any risk whatever of a 
condemnation of his Administration at the 
polls. This wretched state of affairs cannot, 
however, last very long without compelling him 
to find a solution.

Robitaille as Lieutenant Governor of Quebec

For ourselves, we have but one regret to ex­
press in connection with the appointment 
that is, that the occasion was not seized 
by the Government to dissipate an im­
pression which is unfortunately becoming 
widespread in this Province, that the higher 
offices of the State are reserved for French- 
Canadians. It would have been a graceful 
thing, it seems to us, if on this occasion, when 
already there have been three French-Canadian 
Governors, one of English origin had been 
named, as in the selections of Speaker of the 
House of Commons, the fourth term has been 
accorded to a French-Canadian. We know 
that the Government would in that event have 
been subjected to the fierce attacks of the 
French Rouges; they were, in fact, attacked in 
anticipation of such an appointment as we have 
suggested being made. But they could very 
well have braved those attacks in doing what 
a great many people regard as a simple act of 
justice to the national minority in the Province. 
We say this, we need hardly remark, without 
the slightest reflection upon the fitness or 
claims of Dr. Robitaille to the position to which 
he has been appointed. We say it because it 
is a duty to give expression to what is becom­
ing a very general feeling among the English- 
speaking people of this Province, and because 
our Baying it relieves it from all possible impu­
tation of being in any sense the outgrowth of 
party feeling.

If the Government would appoint a 
French Canadian Lieutenant Governor of 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Ed­
ward Island or Ontario, then the small Eng­
lish speaking minority of Quebec may rea­
sonably ask that one of them be appointed 
Lieutenant Governor of Quebec—but until 
then, hardly.

WHILE thousands of the working men of 
Canada are seeking employment in the 
United States, and tens of thousands are 
suffering from enforced idleness, laborers 
are imported to work on the Canadian Pacific 
railroad and other public and private works.

STRIKE at SPRING Hill.—The Halifax 
“Chronicle’s” correspondent at Spring Hill, 
writing under date of the 31st, says— 
. This village is at present somewhat excited, 
owing to the Spring Hill Mining Company 
giving the miners notice of a reduction of 
three cents a box, or about twenty cents a day 
per man. On an average the men have been 
earning for six months ninety cents a day, and 
they claimed they could not live on lower 
wages. They held a meeting in the Skating 
Rink last night and resolved not to return to 
work. “ Better to starve above ground than 
to starve under ground” said one of the men. 
The miners held another meeting this morning, 
which has just adjourned. They are fully 
determined to stand out to the bitter end.

HENRY WARD BEECHER lectured in St. John 
on last Saturday and Monday nights. Three 
years ago, when the Brooklyn “ divine” first 
visited this city, the "Tilton scandal” was 
fresh in the minds of the people, and although 
only a few respectable persons could ba induced 
to sit on the platform with him, thousands 
crowded the Academy of Music to hear him 
lecture and preach. Things have changed 
greatly since then. The Tilton affair is now 
seldom heard of, and when the great “ orator’ 
makes his appearance he is accompanied by 
representative gentlemen such as the Mayor, 
Judge Palmer, Senator Dever, Hon. Isaac 
Burpee, R. J. Ritchie, Esq., M. P. P., E. 
Willis, Esq., M. P. P., Geo. E. King, Esq., 
and by nearly a dozen clergymen of different 
denominations ; but the '' common people" 
greet him not ; the Institute is not much 
more than half full at his first lecture, and 
even a reduced price of admission to hie 
second lecture fails to fill the house. The 
“dull times” and the excitement of preparing 
for the reception of the Governor General and 
Princess probably account, to some extent, for 
the slim attendance at Mr. Beecher's recent 
lectures, but it could not have been either of 
these reasons that influenced those who 
went on theplatform, and we have not 
heard of any change in the “ true inwardness” 
of the preacher himself that could have induced 
some of the gentlemen to occupy a position in 
which they seemed so much out of place. 
What could have been the cause of so great a 
change in public appreciation and individual 
opinion of the lectures?

THE society formed by the Quebec laborers 
who are employed in the discharging and load­
ing of ships has grown so large that there is 
not employment for them all, and they have 
begun to quarrel amongst themselves. A 
telegram dated July 31st said :—

Serious disturbances prevailed in different 
parte of the city up to a late hour last night. 
A number of people at Cap Blanc, and in St. 
Roch, are more or less badly wounded, pistols, 
knives, sticks, stones, and weapons having 
been freely used. A labourer named Higgle 
was stabbed, while on his way home, on Gene­
vieve Hill, and his deposition was taken to-day, 
his life being in a critical condition. A steve­
dore named Webb is very badly wounded; also 
a timber-tower named Delaney, and a labourer 
named Cheevers. Peter Fraser and McCauley, 
labourers, received ugly knife wounds. 
Other reports are in circulation, but are 
much exaggerated. How the row com­
menced is not exactly clear, but it is evi- 
dently the result of the recent split among 
certain sections of ship labourers. Matters look 
decidedly gloomy, and it seems generally an­
ticipated that there is some ugly work brewing. 
It is stated that a gang of men went through 
St. Charles village yesterday and warned the 
inhabitants to clear out on pain of fatal conse­
quences. The French section are to hold a 
meeting in St Roch again to-night. The auth­
orities are on the qui vive, and rumor has it 
that word has been telegraphed to the Imperial 
authorities that a war-vessel and a regiment of 
soldiers would be welcome visitors at the present 
time. va

DEATHS FROM YELLOW FEVER.—TWO St. 
John men have lately fallen victims to this ter­
rible scourge.
