for life,-made his escape at 7.30 this
morning by way of a tunnel out of
the building and under the surround-
ing walls dug by him fgom the car-
penter shop. Alired Woolen, another
dangerous criminal, escaped with him.

'he two men had been employed for|
some time in the prison carpenter
shiop and were quiet and orderly.
They started work at .seven, and
about twenty minutes later were miss-
ed by the guard. In search the tun-
nel was discovered leading from the
shop under the outer walls of
prison to freedom,

Aiter obtaining their freedom the
men mounied two old mares
found in a stable and rode away, but|
soon abandoned the horses, as they
were too slow. Owing *to the use of
horses the bloodhounds were useless,
but the authoritics fecl confident «i
recapturing the men at an early hour.
Basenalla and his brother murdered
a lumberjack returning from the Min-
nesota woods.in a box-car at the junc-
tion just east of Grand Forks in 1901.
They were captured but broke the
jail. Later the brother was arrested
in McLean County for the murder of
a farmer and eventually hanged.

Joe was later captured in Montana,
convicted and sentenced to life im-
prisonment. Woolen was sent up
from Stutsman County on two. sen-
tences, aggregaling six years, for as-
gault with intent to kill. He also
had escaped from gaol before he was
landed in the penitentiary. Both
are considered dangerous men, and
farmers for miles around the [n'isoui
are armed and searching for them. |

HON. MR. PUGSLEY
RINGS THE BELL

Of Thirty Million Dollars [Expendi-
ture in PublicWorks, Opposition
Can Find Little to Criticize.

Ottawa, Mar. 13—Hon. A. B. Ayles-
worth, minister of justice, introduced
a bill in the House of Commons yes-
terday afternoon amending the Su-
preme Court act. He explained that
at present cases were divided inte
three lists, Ontario, Quebec and the
rest. of Canada. It was proposed to
change this to five lists: (1) Election;
(2) western, (3) Maritime Provinces,
(4) Quebec and (5) Ontario. Mr, Ayles-
worth also introduced a resolution to
remove the admiralty jurisdietion
from the exchequer to the provincial
courts, with the object of simplyfying
the procedure and to make it more
clear. The change is in accordance
with the colonial courts of admiralty
ol 1890.

W. M. German (Liberal, Welland),
supported the motion, instancing a
case where a tranfp freighter for Eur-
ope did several thousand dollars’
worth of damage to the Welland canal
and was in salt water before the ad-
miralty court at Toronto took actien.
Had the circuit courts had the juris-
diction™ the vesscl could have been
tied up within an hour.

Public Works Expenditures.

G. H. Perley (Conservative, Afgen-
teuil), moved a resolution that as the
revenues belonged to the people of the
country and should be expended in
the public interests the House con-
demns the expenditure ‘on publie
works. which are really for the benefit
of -favored corporations and private
individuals. He said while the coun-
try did not condemn gpending for
legitimate needs it did condemn frit-
tering away vast sums apparently for
political ends and instanced the Dis-
raeli wharf, which was really half a
bridge and at which only ten boats
called regularly. During the season
of 1905 the public works expenditure
was $1,414,693, while in 1907 and 1908
the total reached $9,844,243. There
was scarcely any public work kept
estimates.

'ARMORED CRUISERS

FOR PACIFIC COAST

Britain Strengthening. Pacific Coast
Fleet by Four Cruisers Because of
Disturbing Events—Fleet in Home

Victoria, B.C., Mar. 11—A dispatch
from London says that the armored
cruisers Eurialus, Euryalus, Hoge and
Creassy, of the fourth cruiser squad-
ron, #ow at Bermuda, -will proceed at
the end of the month to the
coast.

vear entered in the books of the fin-
ancial department on February 29th,
shows a total revénue of $87,607,299,
an increase of $8,629,749, as compared
with the corresponding-eleven months
of 1906-07. The total expenditures on
consolidated fund account for the
eleven months was $60.720,353, an in-
crease of $10,735,686. Capital expen-
ditures for the period was $25,767,488,
of which $20,183.830 is for public
works, railways and canals, including
construction of the national transcon-
tinental railway. The surplus of the
total revenue over the total expendi-
tures for the eleven months is $1,118,-
458. - For the month of February the
total revenue was $6,577.027, a de-
crease Of $740,793 as compared with
Jiebruary of last.year, Por the cleven
months the total post office revenue
has been $6,857,320, an increase of
$662.097. The customs revenue in-
creased by $7,040,878, and excise by
$5645,364.

WAS UP IN THE HOUSE

No Information Can be Given Con-
cerning Rights of Hindus Until
Test Has Been Made—Senator
MacDorald Wants Immigration
Limited.

Ottawa, Mar. 12—In the senate yes-
terday, Senator MacDonald, of Vie-
toria, offered a resolution declaring
Hindu immigration should be limited
as much as possible, and that the
aid and counsel of the imperial gov-
ernment should be invoked to limit
the influx of such undesirable people.
The Hindus arriving in such numbers
were unsuited to ‘Canadian conditions
and climate. However, as Britich
subjects, it was a delicate matter to
restrict their movements. There was
nothing to prevent a million coming
and they might, destroy British Co-
lumbia like 4 flock of locusts.

Hon, Mr. Scott was glad to see that
Senator MacDonald appreciated the
delicacy and difficulties involved. The
British had gone to India and taken
charge of the place and the people
of India cou)l be pardoned for not
appreciatipg Canada’s attitude. The
government had sent McKenzie King
recently to conduct an énquiry into
the Asiatic influx in Vancouver .to
explain the situation to the British
government. He could not say what
the latter’s action would be, but hop-
ed it would be fa\..av.c.

Senator Lougheed accused the gov-
ernment of being inconsistent regard-
ing the Natal act. Last year it was
disallowed owing to an understanding
with the lieutenant governor. This
vear to escape disallowing it had been
let” go to the courts and the. treaty
pleaded. As far as the Japanese were
concerned the act had been declared
ultra wvires. It ~was important to
know if the government were going
to disallow or allow this portion of
the act, and thereby keep out Hindus.
He did not see how British people of
one portion of the empire could not go
to another portion. This was for Gan-
adians to_settle.

Hon. M‘. Scott said ‘the act was Dbe-
ing tested with reference to the Hin-
dus. Until a decision was given he
could not tell what action the gov-
ernment would take.

WAS THE TIMES
STORY JINGOISM?

In Lobbies And Clubs People Evade
Discussion of Canard About
Kaiser.

London, Mar. 11—All gelf-respecting
Britons are heartily glad that the cur-
tain has been rung down on the roar-
ing farce about the letters interchang-
ed by the Kaiser and Lord Tweed-
mouth. Everybody of the first rank
in the clubs, like everybody in the
lobbies . of - parliament, ‘turns - away
from the topic with a sheepish look.
“Supremely ridiculous” is the phrase
used by Lord Roseberry in desecribing
the attitude of certain ardent patriots
and this is now generally dccepted as
perfectly apt.

Moreover it is dawning upon even
foremost of the clamorers for an en-
quiry that a treacherous and dishon-
orable act has been ascribed to the
kaiser wjthout the slightest evidence
that anything of the sort was attempt-
ed or intended. Fortunately respon-
sible men are doing their utmost to
stop the mischief. The Prince of
Wales, acting on instructions, wired
by King Edward from Biarritz, rose
from his seat on the front eross bench
in the House of Loeds last night and
ostentatiously engaged in a iriendly
chat with Lord Tweadn.vath after the
admiralty officer had defended himself
against the implied charge of treason.

The leading Liberal peers swarmed
about the first lord of the admiralty
to congratulate him and theétre is not
the slightest sign from Conservative
peers that they relish the- situation
created by the Times’ diselosure. In-
deed the low and impressive murmur
of applause that rolled around the
chamber at the close of Lord Tweed-
mouth’s statement came almost as
much from the Conservatives as from
the Liberals. The Times today says
the kaiser made light of the German
navy in order to convince Lord Tweed-
mouth of the uselessness of pressing
on with the increases of the British
navy. >

ITALY IN BALKAN AFFAIRS.
Foreign Minister in Address Refers to
Conditions.

Rome, March 12—Answering an 1n-
terrogation in the chamber of depu-
tics today, regarding -the construction
of the railroads in"the Balkans, For-
eign Minister Tittoni said. thHat there
was 1o trath in the report of frietion
between the members of the triple
alliance on this subject.

He added that Baren Achrenthal,
the Austrian foréign minister had 1n-
formed him of the intention of Aus-
tria of extending the Austrian line
gouth-east from Bonia to  jein with
the Turkish line at Motroxitza, before
he delivered his speech on this mat-
ter to the Austrian delegations.

The foreign minister added that the
treaty of Berlin granted Austria the
right to comstruct this- connection.

What can be demanded, he said,
is that Italy and the other powers
as well as the Balkans states -them-
selves, be allowed to build such lines
as they consider neegssary for the de-
velopment of their traffic. In this
program Italy found hersélf in accord
with Russia.

Continuing, Signor Tittoni said he
thought harmony in the European
concert could be maintained especi-
ally if the powers would agree to con-
sider the construetion of railroads in
the Balkans as simply a part of. the
reforms to be applied to Macedonia.
He concluded: :

“Italian policy will always be in-
spired by the motto ‘peace with
honor.””’

Tragic End of Pleasure Trip.

Rome, Mar. 14—Mary Delmas, the
voung American womah killed today
in an automobile aceident at Turin,
was one of a party-of six returning
from Mount Genis. When crossing a
bridge on the outskirts oi the ecity
shortly after midnight the auto col-
lided with one of-the bridge pillars
and rebounded, leaping over to the
railway tracks, thirty feet below. Miss
Delmas was dragged from the wreck-
age dead, woth a tortoise shell comb
driven into her brain. Madame Klein,
a French woman, was alsé dead and
another Frenchwoman is dying. The
companions of the young womarmn,
three wealthy inerchants, and the
chaufieur, are all badly injured.
