Rome, March 20. Serbia lias lost 
nearly 1.000.000 of lier 5,000.000 peo­
ple through death by the sword, by 
starvation, or in the recent typhus 
epidemic, the Prince Regent, Alexan­
der, informed the United Press to­
day. The remaining 4,000,000 face 
starvation.

It is to save them from the greatest 
calamity in history that Prince Alex­
ander, the Prime Minister, M. Pacli- 
itch, and the Foreign Minister, M. 
Jovanovitch, have begun a tour of 
Allied capitals. They hope to secure 
military action in the Balkans that 
will insuré the restoration of their 
native country.

“Americans can only form an idea 
of the conditions in Serbia by im­
agining the situation in Belgium, had 
not America undertaken to feed the 
civilian population,” said the Prince 
Regent.

“Even this picture is inadequate, 
because1 Serbia was not nearly the 
productive, prosperous country that 
Belgium was before the war.

Civil Losses Greater.
"Terrible as have been the losses 

in our army, they have been vastly 
less than our civil losses. During 
(he first two Austrian invasions of 
1914. practically the entire civilian 
population in the devastated districts 
was either massacred or carried off 
into captivity in Austria,

"Then came the typhus epidemic, 
carrying off more thàn 100,000. Hard­
ly had this been overcome, when the 
Germans invaded last October. Hun­
dreds of thousands, more either fell 
before the invaders or fled to other 
countries, hoping to escape death. 
Our population has been diminished 
1|£ at least one-fifth, a greater per­
centage than has been' suffered by 
any other nation involved in. the war."

Prince Alexander realized, he said, 
Iliât only by keeping intact Serbia's 
fighting forces could he hope to re­
deem his country from its .enemies. 
For this reason everything else was 
abandoned during tile disastrous re­
treat through Albania, -

Stuck to llis Men..
The aged King Peter, suffering in­

tensely frSfti the hardships of the 
retreat thte^igh thé mountains, left 
liis armedJfd’ees in command of his 
son. Prince Alexander refused to 
leave the Albanian Coast until the

“Unfortunately, it lias since de­
veloped that these poor people were 
only too right. We, of the Serbian 
Government, were only too wrong. 
For information reaching us from 
Serbia, Montenegro and Albania gives 
the most sombre picture of the gen­
eral situation.

“Enemies’ armies, we have learned, 
have taken from the Serbian popula­
tion every means of existence. There 
are whole districts where the entire 
population is dying of hunger and 
disease. ‘

“Those Serbian refugees who fled 
across the Albanian Alps suffered 
untold tortures during their wander­
ings. The greater part would surely 
have died but for the help extended 
by you noble Americans. Thanks 
to this energetic assistance thousands 
of little children, with their parents, 
were saved.

“For me it is truly a pleasure to 
be able to say this publicly. In the 
terrible disaster which has befallen 
the Serbian people and amidst the 
general horrors of war everywhere, 
it is no small consolation to see the 
noble American people undertaking a 
work of humanity with self-abnega­
tion, admirable as well as incontest­
able.

“But despite all the Serbian people 
have suffered, those here with me, 
to the last man, have unshakable con­
fidence in the ultimate victory for 
liberty and justice, which without 
fail, serves to aggrandize and en­
noble every people, especially the 
people of the Serbian race.”
