throne, now declared that he had been 
forced to'submit to the. people’s will. 
The Powers urged him strongly not 
to proceed, hut the Coronation ot 
Yuan as Emperor was fixed,.and a new 
Court and new nobility were in course 
at rapid formation. This development 
wee viewed with spec lei disapproval 
by Japan, and led to a rebellion. Yuan 
sought to conciliate his, opponents 
first by postponing the Coronation-and 
then by openly cancelling the whole 
monarchist scheme. The Republicans,

however, were not to be placated. In 
April 1919 Tuan ChiTlnl, a famous 
general whose authority was recog­
nised by the soldiers of both North 
and South China, was appointed Pre­
mier, and Yuan nominally abandoned 
hie autocratic powers. On the morn­
ing of June 6, an extraordinary man­
date was issued In. Yuan’s name, and- 
a-few honnr-after signing R hie death 
was. announced. Whether he died ot 
a complaint Induced by nervous pro­
stration, as wne officially announced.
