Canada’s Halibut Fishery
A convention designed to secure 

the preservation of the halibut fish­
ery of the Northern Pacific Ocean 
which is being rapidly depleted by 
overfishing has been signed by Can­
ada and the United States. By this 
convention a closed season of the 
halibut fishery is established from 
November 16th, to February 16th of 
each year, and both countries have 
arranged to provide penalties for vio- j 
lators of this regulation. The closed 
season will continue from year to 
year until H is modified or suspended 
by Joint agreement

This treaty comes as the result of 
a resolution formally adopted by the 
Executive of the Canadian Fisheries 
Association which directed the at­
tention of the Government to the ser­
ious damage being wrought to Can­
ada’s halibut fishery in the North 
Pacific and suggested Lhe only dras­
tic remedy possible. The treaty be­
tween the two countries followed this 
being incidently pointed out as the 
first occasion of direct diplomatic in­
tercourse between the Dominion and 
the Republic, and probably creating 
a precedent in this regard.

The halibut is an important fish to 
Canada, ranking fourth in value 
among all Canadian sea fish ccord- 
tng to the last season's catch, 
years the catch has been increasing

only 66,399 cwt, worth 1854,992 was 
export to the United States, United 
Kingdom and other counrics. So far 
short did Canda’s catch fall of satis­
fying the domestic market that it was 
found necessary to import 62,608 cwt..
