Music Halls are classed with 
public buildings, and are supposed to be 
an ornament to their location and 
pride to their owners, but butcher, fish 
ncd. vegetable stalls are built for busi­
ness, and while they should have every 
necessary convenience, should be built 
in plain style, so that tho cost would be 
within the reach of those who do busi­
ness in them, without being let at a 
sacrifice.

Another, and the last argument that I 
will give you in favor of separating the 
two interests, is that it is impossible to 
keep the streets and surroundings of 
market stalls in a state that would be in 
keeping with a Music Hall. The neces­
sary and proper standing of horses and 
carts, the litter of dirt, the weighing of 
hogs* the weighing and storing of hides, 
«fee., make the streets, walks, and walls 
look anything but what they should be 
of a building costing 922,000 for the 
bare building and 930,000 before it is 
furnished, as will be the case if the pro­
posed scheme is carried out. Proof pi 
this any ratepayer can have who will 
take a look under the verandah over the 
present butcher market.

My opinion is that the present market 
should bo kept intact, and as a matter of 
course, if those who do business there, 
need more accommodation, they should 
have it, and I think that to enclose part 
or all the vegetable sheds,or build a more 
substantial place for them, these would 
answer every purpose, but • I have too 
much regard for the welfare of the town 
to spend $30,000 of the people's money 
to build a Music Hall on a railroad where
