News and Leader, London.)

It is not only difficult but practically 
impossible to own more than a little. 
Tliat may seem a startling proposition to 
set out tat a time when our death duty 
records show us that year by year In 
this çoiintry. as regularly ae the seasons 
pass, four thousand persons die, leaving 
between them the capital sum of £200,- 
000,000 or thereabouts. The question is, 
Do four thousand people, owning between 
them £260,000,000, really own property of 
that value any more before their decease 
than after?

Let us think It over. The excellent and 
unimpeachable dictionary assures us that 
to “own” means to ‘‘possess.” Having 
got so far, you turn over In yotlr mind 
what is meant by “possession,” and you 
find that you conceive It to mean “to 
have and to hold.” Now the question 

I about the four thousand people who are 
S fated to die this year and to leave £200,- 
000.060 which they canpot possibly take 
with them, is this. Do they In any real 

I sense, at this present moment, while yet 
I they live, “have and hold” property worth 
isuch a gigantic sum?
? It will help us if we consider the case 
[of an individual multi-millionaire “own­
ing” say, £3,060,066. JIow is he to 
possess that sum in any real sense? He 
can purchase precious metnTs, such as 
gold or silver, or even better, radium, or 
rare minerals such as diamonds, rubies, 
or emeralds. Such things as these he 
can have in his own individual posses­
sion to gloat over at leisure. Indeed, the 
world has known many cases in which 
rich men have decided to go in for real 
ownership in this way, and ijt is amusing 
to observe that when a rich man under­
takes really to possess his money, the 
world scoffs at him and calls him by the 
opprobrious name of raiser.

“Possession.”
An alternative method is to buy precious 

works of art, to lodge them in beautiful 
galleries, and to take one's surfeit of 
contemplation. This is an improvement 
upon the hoarding of precious metal or 
ftitheral Idea, but in "common with the 
other It has this great disadvantage— 
that It many rich men did it there would 
not be enough of the precious metals, 
or precious minerals, or precious pictures 
to go round. All the gold in all the world 
is not vêry much, and all the precious 
pictures In all the world have a verjr 
small aggregate capital value. So that 
.while real possession by a small body of 
rich men is possible, sueh ownership is 
denied to the majority of rich men. One 
only third course remains to take if a 
rich man desires to have full personal 
.and intimate possession of his wealth, and 
that is to erect a big building gjid either 
to live in It or to gaze with affection upon 
its magnifieent éxterior. This .is rather 
a boring process, for it is eternally true 
that if you are a king the road to happi­
ness is to find a cottage in your king­
dom and go live in it. To purchase a 
number of houses does hot solve the prob­
lem, for that is. of course, to resign pos­
session, because you cannot be in two 
places at once, and at any given mo­
ment , therefore, you can . only really 
possess one house: the others obviously 
must be in the charge of caretakers or 
menials who are enjoying your beautiful 
gardens and galleries for you. or, In point 
of fact, “possessing” them. Thus it is 
that many a gardener at 30s. a week 
gets more out of the rich man’s garden 
than the,rich man himself, which is not 
only a tcurious fact to think over, but 
shows that'poor virtue is, after all, some­
times triumphant in places other than 
theatrical performances.

That the opportunities for play and 
recreation in Calgary are eagerly 
sought by the young men and youths 
of the city Wâs amply shown bv the 
figures presented by Physical Direc­
tor Dawson to the members of the 
committee at a meeting held Satur­
day afternoon.

Of course, in addition to these regu­
larly scheduled games there are in­
numerable practice games, being play­
ed, and also friendly games by teams 
which are not affiliated with any 
league.

A total of 131 fixtures arranged in

May, with two teams in each game, 
and averaging 10 men to a team, gives 
a total of 2,620 men participating. With 
the acquiring of more playing fields 
these figures will be greatly increased 
in June. The matter of the disposal or 
allotting of the Hillhurat park which 
has recently bêen taken over bÿ the 
city, received some discussion, but the 
matter was left over till another meet­
ing.

Guidance of Caretakers.
The committee have also under con­

sideration the framing of certain rules 
for the guidance of the caretakers at 
the parks. While the committee has 
always reserved the right to revoke 
any permit to a club or league, some 
clubs do not seem to realize that the 
parks are the property of the city, and 
disregard the rules against using the 
grounds when they are not in a fit 
condition, partiçulariy after rain. This 
is obviously unfair to the . other 
leagues and clubs, as much damage 
can be done, especially to the baseball 
diamonds
