HORSE POINTS.
Now is the time to watch the horses’ 

shoulders. Be sure that collar and hames 
are a good tit, but not too tight. Don’t 
forget to let cut the back strap and lazy 
strap, so the traces will be in line when 
hitched to the plow.

It is a good plan to have some white 
oak bark boiled and annoint the shoulders 
of your horses after unharnessing.

Don’t try to make a big day’s work plow­
ing until the teams get hardened.

Put the bridle on the colt you expect 
to work this spring and let him stand a 
few hours each day. It will make him 
pleasant to handle. If hi- mouth gets 
sore swab it with a solutioi t borax fre­
quently.

Keep a lump of salt in reach of each 
horse. He knows when he needs it and 
will help himself.

A handful of oil meal will help to keep 
the bowels open and improve the hair.

If you have more apples than you can 
use before they rot, give a few of them to 
the horses. They will thank you.

Don’t hitch the colt with an old slow 
horse. Put him beside an energetic, level- 
headed follow that will give the colt 
enough to do to keep up with him. But 
put on light loads until he knows what he 
ought to do.

Get acquainted with your horses, and 
you will find they have more sense than 
you have been giving them credit for.

It is better to water horses before feed­
ing.

Don’t keep the mangers full of hay. It 
is relished better when put in fresh. If 
your straw is gone haul leaves or sawdust 
for bedding.

The stable ought to be cleaned at least 
once a day.

Turn the horses out to get a roll on 
mother earth, and to get a mouthful of 
clay whenever practicable.
