Coleman, of the American Bicycle 
Company, has issued a statement in 
regard to the affairs of the company 
and the plans under consideration for 
the reorganization of the combination. 
It says:

"Interest on this company's deben­
ture bonds, due Sept. 2, will not be 
paid at this time.

"Proceedings have been instituted 
looking to the appointment of a tem­
porary receiver or receivers in the in­
terest of bond and stockholders and a 
plan of reorganization will be submit­
ted at an early date for their approval.

"The moving reason for this course 
is that the company is, and has been 
since its organization, hampered by 
lack of working capital."

The American Bicycle Company was 
incorporated in New Jersey in May, 
1899. It was organized to acquire and 
operate the works of 44 of the prin­
cipal manufacturers of bicycles and 
bicycle parts in the United States.

These concerns represented some of 
the 55 separate plants, which, it was 
claimed at the time, turned out about 
60 per cent of all the bicycles manu­
factured in the country. The amount 
of common stock authorized is $20,000,- 
000, of which $17,701,500 is outstanding. 
The preferred stock is $10,000,000, of 
which $9,294,900 is outstanding. Stock­
holders voted on Oct. 31. 1901. to reduce 
the authorized stock from $30,000,000 to 
the amounts shown above. The five 
per cent debentures amount to $9,500,- 
000.

No Water in Chicago Schools Because 

of Typhoid Epidemic.

New York, Sept. 4. — The Church

Chicago, Sept. 4.—Chicago young- 
sters to the number of 240,000 present­
ed themselves at the waterless public 
schools on Tuesday. More than half 
that number carried canteens and 
bottles filled with water and divided 
with their mates who did not bring 
supplies. The water was shut off to 
prevent a spread of typhoid fever, now 
epidemic in all parts of the city.

May I take the opportunity in ex­
pressing my thoughts, through your 
valuable columns, in answer to an item 
that came out in one of the daily pa­
pers several days ago, with the head­
ing. "Dealers Sore On Farmers"? The 
local dealer or dealers who had this 
item published states that there may 
be another side to the story, but that 
the dealers say not. The farmers are 
not a class of people who make a habit 
of placing all their little misfortunes 
before the eyes of the public. When 
they are imposed upon for the wrong- 
doing of some black sheep, as you 
state them, they are compelled to de­
fend themselves. This local dealer also 
states that the farmers are a reputable 
lot. If so, why does he call them a 
suspicious class? I do not write this 
item with the opinion of defending the 
farmers who sold the hogs and the 
oats to the local dealers. I admit that 
these men do lack principle, and 
should be forced to stand to the bar­
gain made. I write this with the ob­
ject of defending the farmers, who 
are receiving the punishment due to 
the men who committed the offense. 
When I write I do not try to impose 
upon the innocent, but the guilty. I 
will now give a few instances which I 
know to have occurred on the mar­
ket or in the city.

Farmers who go to the city with 
produce have not been dealt fairly 
with by local dealers, say the for­
mer. Much indignation has been given 
vent to on the market by the local 
dealers, who are dependent upon the 
farmers for the purchase of produce 
they receive. The farmers say that 
bargains are being broken by the 
wholesale, and that the local dealers 
show lack of principle. I have per­
sonally known and witnessed a local 
dealer to stop a lady and two small 
boys with a load of wheat on Welling­
ton street, and offer her a price far be­
low the market price. This gentleman 
also offered a small sum of money to 
bind the bargain, but fortunately the 
kind offer was not accepted. I have 
known of a farmer to sell a load 
of oats to a local dealer, receive a 
ticket, and when he delivered the oats 
the buyer refused to take them un­
til the farmer called a police officer 
and presented to him the ticket. The 
local dealer was at once warned to 
take the oats, and give the promised 
price. I have known a farmer to sell 
a load of wood to a local dealer, and 
after delivering the wood into the 
man’s cellar was refused pay, and told 
to take his wood away, as he brought 
it there. The farmer took the wood 
away, as he considered this gentle­
man was not worth making a dispute 
over him. I have known a farmer to 
sell a load of hay to a local dealer, and 
after delivering the load into a long, 
narrow lane, he was refused help to put
