EXCHANGING WAR 
PRISONERS

Part Played By Swiss Red Cross—It’s 
a Joyful Time, Even for the 

Totally Incapacitated.
Addressing a large gathering in the 

Masonic Hall Thursday afternoon. Mrs. 
Tlumptre of Toronto, honorary secre­
tary of the Canadian Red Cross Society, 
laid especial stress on the “international 
view,” the fact that the Red Cross 
Society is an international organization, 
and a link still remaining between con­
tending countries when «.11 other re­
lationships, commercial, diplomatic, etc, 
have been annihilated. She also referred 
to the work being done for prisoners of 
war In the different countries, Germans 
in France as well as Canadians, British 
and French In Germany, through offices 
of the Swiss Red Cross Society.

Madam Bohny, the wife of Col, Bohny, 
pliyslcian-in-chlcf to the Swiss Red 
Cross, has written the following account 
of the manner in which totally incapaci­
tated prisoners of war are exchanged be­
tween France and Germany, by way of 
Switzerland. In one period of two weeks 
the number of those thus repatriated 
amounted to over nine thousand:

“The selection of prisoners to be ex­
changed was made at Constance on the 
German frontier and at Lyons by two 
doctors belonging to the Swiss Army 
Medical Corps. The Swiss Red Cross or­
ganized two hospital trains, one at each 
point to carry the wounded released by 
tlie medical examination.

“The personnel of each train was 
composed of a doctor major, in complete 
command of the train: a doctor captain 
for medical services exclusively, and a 
secretary whose task was to draw up 
an accurate list of the wounded. The 
feminine personnel was composed of a 
nurse In each carriage or fifteen to every 
train under the supervision of a Red 
Cross matron, who had complete charge 
of the equipment of the train and the 
distribution of the presents received at 
the railway stations,

“Meals were arranged for in the fol­
lowing manner: The French received 
coffee and white bread at Zurich, and 
warm milk at Geneva. The Germans re­
ceived supper at Geneva and breakfast 
at Zurich.

“ T was of the belief at the outset," 
says Madame Bohny, "that man can 
grow accustomed to the sight of human 
miseries and become little by little in­
different to them. But no! The fright, 
ful aspect of all these young men in the 
prime of life mutilated, maimed and 
disfigured for the rest of their existence 
creates always a most poignant impres­
sion. One would imagine that the sight 
of such wretchedness would infallibly 
extinguish every thought of gaiety in 
the beholder. Nevertheless, the spectacle 
of tlie courage and joy wherewith they 
resign themselves to their lot enable 
you to share with them hours which 
ale truly happy."

“To die for one's country is nothing in 
comparison with a life full of pains and 
infirmities such- as these men have 111 
prospect. Nevertheless, they face this 
lamentable future with admirable cour­
age.

“Here is an example: One of our In­
valids, the most deserving of pity, was 
a young man who had both his legs and 
one arm amputated, and at the same 
time was totally blind.

“I scarcely dared to address him a 
few words of consolation, but I was soon 
made aware that he asked for none. He 
talked gaily with me on all subjects and 
exclaimed with imperturbable heroism,
' Although 1 have lest everything, my 
heart still beats safe and sound In my 
breast."

"The most of our unfortunates think 
and speak in the same manner, whether 
they are French or German.

“Our train was overflowing. No less 
than 320 severely wounded were dis­
tributed in fifteen cars. "Amongst them 
were madmen, tuberculous sufferers 
and many sick whose lives were In 
hourly danger. The good nurses had 
certainly work in abundance. As scon 
as we had crossed the German frontier 
into Switzerland we were overwhelmed 
with ovations. A veritable cyclone of 
gifts fell on our train from station to 
station. Soon our carriages were trans­
formed Into moving gardens fragrant 
with flowers. All along the way en­
thusiastic crowds acclaimed us, even In 
stations where the train did not stop.

“Only those provided with a card of 
admission from the state department 
had the right to enter the train. This

privilege was enjoyed principally oy 
members of the various diplomatic 
bodies and by the Swiss Red Cross. 
These visitors made themselves useful 
by distributing gifts and speaking words 
of consolation to the wounded.

“After leaving Geneva the wounded 
received at Bellegards, the first welcome 
from their compatriots. To the strains 
of the “Marseillaise" the train drew 
slowly Into the railway station, which 
was sumptuously decorated as on great 
festival days. The guard presented 
arms. Handkerchiefs and hats were 
waved. All voices were mingled in a 
thunder of patriotic welcome.

"It Is Impossible to describe the re­
ception which we received at Lyon. An 
innumerable assemblage, officers in re­
splendent uniforms, high functionaries 
of category, numerous ladies of the 
French Red Cross in elegant white cos­
tumes, the richly decorated station, all 
formed a setting of extraordinary bril­
liance and magnificence.

“As soon as the train was emptied of 
French prisoners cf war, it was filled 
with Germans and proceeded on its way 
to Switzerland. Every night from sta­
tion to station were renewed the joyous 
demonstrations above mentioned, as 
well as a rain of gifts of every variety, 
bring all these Journeys to and fro, 
animated by an enthusiastic feeling of 
charity, the inhabitants of the districts 
through which the train passed, flocked 
to the railway station at no matter what 
hour of night,

"Thus journeyed for three weeks from 
Constance to Lyons and from Lyons to 
Constance a whole series of trains, ex­
hibiting always the same spectacle and 
giving rise to sympathy, the same dem­
onstrations and the same heartfelt wel­
come, but also affording always the 
same spectacle of the same misery, of 
maimed unfortunates, galvanized into 
a momentary life by the joy of seeing 
their native land once more.

“Once, during this period of lugubri­
ous exchanges, two trains stopped for 
a moment on opposite tracks in the 
middle 0f the night. Heads leaned out 
of windows. Flowers were thrown from 
one train to the other. The one train 
sang the "Marseillaise," the other 
■Deutschland Uber Ailes." Then the 
wheels moved and the trains disap­
peared in the darkness.’’

Trying the Recipe.

Put them into a ci.na 
oowl. As they soften pour in the al­
mond oil slowly. When the mixture 
has softened well, lift the bowl from 
the hot water, and stir in the rose­
water, slowly beating it. Do not let 
the mixture become hot.
