The North and South Saanich Agri- 

eultnral Association, whose thirty-second 
exhibition was held yesterday, enjoys the 
distinction of being the pioneer organi­
zation ef its kind in this province. It 
has seen its nps and downs of course, 
but the “ups” happily overbalance the 
downs, and the just-closed autumn show 
may fairly be classed as the best that 
has yet been given—first and chiefly in 
the number and quality of the exhibits, 
but also in the variety and interesting 
character of the entertainment features 
and in the increased attendance from the 
district, the city and the islands of the 
Gnlf and Cowichan.

Of the show itself—it wns 
in the stock and root classes, and in the 
display of ladies’ work, the complete ex­
hibit of the Singer Sewing Machine Co. 
from the Westminster exhibition appre­
ciably increasing the importance of the 
latter department. Some excellent pool- 
try, several fine pens of sheep, and a 

. number of good swine were also shown. 
The efforts of Rev. F. G. Christmas to 
improve the standard of poultry in the 
district have apparently not been lost; 
while it must not be forgotten that/ 
Saanich has the first district in the prov< 
ince to move in the direction of improv­
ing the flocks by the importation of 
thoroughbred stock, and while the sheep 
are not so numerous in the district as 
they might be, no fault can be found 
with the quality of the several families 
represented. In the porkers’ precinct 
the honors went easily to a magnificent 
specimen of the Cheshire White shown 
bÿ the active secretary of the society, 
Mr, Fred Turgoose, this animal being 
twice the size almost of any rival in the 
show and fitting his pen neatly as if he 
had been melted to be i on in it.

As might be expected, the decision of 
the judges was “rendered” in his favor.

Among the cattle some very fine Dur- 
hams from Mr. R. 15. Knowles’ herd 
attracted much favorable attention, the 
Jerseys also being a strong class, and 
the division of honors among the graded 
stock indicating that the many and not 
the few throughout the distrire are pay­
ing much attention to their herds.

Messrs. R. Bray and John Jones, in 
judging the horses, had a far from easy 
task, but discharged their duties con­
scientiously and well. Their verdicts ap­
peared to be concurred in by all save 
one disappointed exhibitor, whose opinion 
was so energetically expressed that for a 
time it looked as though the tall timber 
would be in demand: There was no 
bloodshed, however, and both judges 
will live to judge another day. It was 
in the general purpose and roadster 
classes that the exhibits were particu­
larly strong.

Roots, both in the number and the 
quality of the exhibits, were far and 
away the best of any in the history of 
the society; while the housewifely ef­
ficiency of the good ladies of Saanich 
was shown in1 a splendid display of 
bread—so light that no other illuminant 
was needed in the somewhat sombre hall 
—preserves, flowers, and plain and fancy 
needlework, Miss Rita Brethour scoring 
emphatically in the latter department. 
By curious and most appropriate coinci­
dence, the number of bread and butter 
exhibits balanced exactly.

It was ra:li t late in f'-i season for 
a strong showing of fru:' bnt a num­
ber of excellent plates of late apples tes­
tified to the orchard capabilities of the 
district. Mr. Layritz made a splendid 
non-competitive exhibit of apples; and 
several splendid plates of silver and 
Italian prunes were shown.

In the extra exhibits a noteworthy 
feature was the collection of ore from 
the Mount Sicker mine—and another, 
the life-size statue in cedar of Sir Wil­
liam Wallace, carved by Mr. George 
Stewart of the Bonnie Brae farm.

“The defendant was in a very excited 
condition and crying. In reply to my 
question as to what was wrong, she said 
that the sergeant had been there at about 
7:30."

“What sergeant?”
“I asked her what sergeant, and she 

said Sergeant Walker.'-
“What else did she state?”
“Sfie said that Sergeant Walker had 

abused her, ordered her to leave town 
by the first boat next day, and had 
chased her round the room, striking at 
her with his stick. She said: ‘You see 
where he hit me,’ exhibiting a long, red 
mark on the left shoulder.”

Here Sergeant Walker interjected.
“Will you let me say a word here?” he 

said to the court.
“Please don’t interrupt my 

animation of your witness,”
Higgins.

“I’m talking to the court, not to you,” 
said the Sergeant with heat. “Will you 
listen to me a moment, your Honor?”

“You have no night to interfere with 
my examination,” insisted counsel for 
the defence.

The Sergeant, however, persisted.
“Your Honor,” he said, “I want to 

get an adjournment before this goes any 
further. It seems as though this was go­
ing to be a charge against me, and I 
wagt to get counsel to defend myself. 
This man (indicating Constable Clayards) 
whom I suspended for not doing his duty 
is bringing charges against me. I’ve got 
a family and I’ve got a reputation at 
stake, and I want a chance to defend 
myself. I have a right to be represent­
ed by counsel. This man is simply mak­
ing these false statements because I sus­
pended him for not doing his duty. He 
knows it, too. He can’t look anyone in 
the face—he can’t look me in the face 
now.”

“Such assertions and reckless talking 
are apart from the case altogether,” ob­
served Constable Clayards.

Thus appealed to by Sergeant Walker, 
the magistrate remarked that this 
matter cropping up would no doubt be 
subject ■ for further investigation with 
which he would have nothing to do. He 
sustained Sergeant Walker’s contention 
as to his perfect right to be represented 
by counsel and through counsel to 
amine the witness now on the stand 
upon the substance of the cross-examin­
ation, and for this purpose would grant 
an adjournment.

In this connection Mr. Higgins main­
tained that he had no wish to dispute 
the right of the police, who were bring­
ing this prosecution, to be represented by 
counsel. He did dispute, however, that 
the city should secure counsel to defend 
Sergeant Walker’s character from the 
statements of his own witnesses. This 
was a personal matter and apart from 
the police case now before the court.

The continuation of the hearing was 
set for Wednesday morning, when both 
prosecution and defence will be repre­
sented by counsel.

56..cases as a rule are disposed of 
quietly and expeditiously. The accused 
bustles into court—rises to murmur 
“guilty” as the charge Is read—pays the 
fine—and leaves at a nod and word from 
the police, “That’s alL”

But Julia Lacoste ptpposed to fight 
the issue. She appeared in court with 
Barrister Frank Higgins to defend her, 
entering a plea of “not guilty." And be­
fore the examinaiton of the prosecuting 
witness had been completed it was ap­
parent that the original issue in the case 
would be entirely subordinated" in im­
portance and general interest to the re­
taliatory charge of the defendant—that 
the prosecution had been instituted by 
Senior Sergeant J. W. Walker upon the 
refusal of the accused to pay him money; 
that the Sergeant had been a regular 
caller at her place, not always in a con­
dition of sobriety ; and that he had on 
one occasion recently abused her in 
coarse terms and even gone so far as to 
strike her on the neck and shoulder with 
his heavy cane.

The line of defence being thus sensa­
tionally indicated, the Sergeant (who is 
acting as prosecutor of the original in­
formation) Insisted upon an adjournment 
in order to retain counsel for his personal 
defence, this being held by the court to 
be quite within his rights. On Wednes­
day morning next the trial will proceed.
