' A large number of passengers - 'who
iwere ‘“hung u?" on'C. P, trains
‘which were stalled in-the mountains by
he snow arrived by ithe Charmer yes-
terday. evening. Among the uumber
‘'was C. Little, who left 8t. John, N. B.,"
bound west just eleven days ago,” and
fhe reports having had a very t
exciting experiénce +what with enow
lblockades and train wrecks. - On leav-
ing Winnipeg thé train on which Mr.
(Little traveled got a distance of fifteen-
uiles west when it stuck fast in a big
snow bank and remained there twenty-
feight hours. As to their further experi-
iences at this point, Mr. Little hands
‘the Colonist a copy of the Portage La
[Prairie Graphic of Saturday, March
26th, which contains the following ac-
count of the travelers’ troubles: -

“Thursday’s No. 1 left Rosser last
night at 9 o'clock and reached here at
£ a. m. The trajin was crowded, most-
Iy with immigrants, A representative
of this paper interviewed some of ‘the
jpassengers and they said that while at
'Rosser the cars were kept warm and
tthat the -passengers did not suffer any
igreat inconvenience. The majority had
ifood 'with them and the farmers around
IRosser used them well and gave them
jplenty to eat after the. storm had
iclear=< up. :

“The train stayed here about twenty
minutes and pulled out about fifteen
minutes after a plow whieh “was going
hefore clearing the road. All went well
till they came to within four miles of
MacGregor when a big wreck took
‘place. 'The snow plow was makm;f fair
progress through the drifts and the
snow ‘was flying up all around it and
shutting out the rear lights so that the
eugineer on the passenger train was
unable to see the plow and thmkmg. it
iwas far in advance crashed into it with
igreat force, smashing to kindling wood
‘the caboose on the rear of the plow.
Both engines were thrown into the air
‘and badly brokenvone engine turned up-
side down and' the-other. rolled over on
its side.  The coal tender of the engine
pushing the plow was' also “badly
smashed, but it succeeded in pushing the
‘plow into'MacGregor., The strangast
part of the whole mixup was that mno-
‘body was seriously hurt. 'The ¢aboose
‘behind the plow eonta.ned, eleyen, men
‘and none of them were ‘injured beyond
‘a few bruises although the caboose was
\completely wrecked and torn off the
‘wheels. The fireman in the front en-
lgine was thrown from the eab about
tweuty feet in the air and struck his
thead on a telegraph J)ole and sustained
ia ‘severe scalp wound.

Paris, March 81.—A telegram from
St. Petersburg states that the Czar feels
confident that Admiral Makaroff will
soon succeed in forcing a conflict with
the Japanese fleet. - This is. shown - b:
his announcement that he has decideg
to send Vice Admiral Echoukin to Port
Arthur at once to act as chief adjutant
to Admiral Makaroff.

His Majesty fears that the. boldness
and dash of Admiral Makaroff may re-
sult in his taking changes that will re-
sult in his being incapacitated or killed,
and feels that it is necessary to have
someone of equal rank ready to fill Ad-
miral Makaroff’s place should the lat-
ter be wounded or killed in action.

‘Admiral Echoukin ‘is one of the most
frilliant offigers in th€¢ Russian naval
service, and”is ‘at present in eommand
of the naval academy. He is also brave
to the point of recklessness, and it is
felt that with his aid Makaroff will ac-
complish some satisfactory coups which
will restore Ruesia’s naval prestige.

The - passenger over the trans-S*berian
route may travel either by the Raussian
government-express or by the train of the
Internationa! Sleeping Car Company. The
iatter is a private corporation maintaining
a service on the Continent and 'across Si-
beria and Manchurla, with terminals at
‘Dalny, Viadivostock and even Pekin, which
in its’ general excellence, can be compared
only with the best American trains.

Yesterday argument was heard by ‘he

on. Mr. Justice Irving in’ the Supreme
court the case of Davies-Sayward
Timber Company vs. Buchanan et al. In
the morning E. P, Davis, K. C. ad-
dressed His Lordship on behalf.of the
defendants and B. V. Bodwell, KEC
began his argument, during which the
adjourpment for lunch was taken.

Afterduneh Mr, Bodwell continued his
argument and after the couclusion His
Lordship gave judgment.

He began_ by referring to the topo-
graphical outlines ‘of the country drained
by the Goat and Kootenay rivers, He
thenw took up the discussion ‘about the
various mouths of Goat river and said
he thought that either one of the two
moyths  ingide of - the two , extreme
mouths might well be called the mouth
of Goat river. In earlg days there
was a landing at one of these called
Goat river and afterwards another fur-
ther south called Goat river landing.

‘The plaintiffs on 10th March, 1892,

obtained from the provincial government
a timber lease, which had been ecriti-
cised. 'This leasé was for twenty-one
years aund he considered it a good lease.
Just before they got the lease .and long
after they had made the application the
act of 1892 was passed. He did not
think that the change of law ‘changed
the status of the lease, 1
thought came under the act of 1888, in
which it is stated that a pre-emptor
could not cut timber for sale frém any
land spyg-empted.
-_‘Subsequently the .three defendants,
Dow, ittle  aud . Arrowsmith, about
1897 and 1898, secured the Crown
grants. - Their pre-emptions took u% a
great deal of the leased property. 'The
department was not aware that this
property had been previously leased un-
til some time after the Crown grants
were issued. The three defendants were
then warued by the department. not to
cut. the timber. on account of the lease,
It is claimed that for the ignorance of
the.department the plaintiffs are réspon-
sible,

His Lordship then went into the mat-
ter of the surveyor’s notes. He thought
there was no doubt that anybody could
locate the claim had he so desired.

The department had the survey, ac-
‘cepted it and jesued the lease to Mr.
Sayward  and there the matter ends,

plaintiffs _and the Crown

more to do with it.

Shortly after the defendants took pos-
session and in 1 commenced to sell
the' timber and continued doing so after
they had been warned to cease. -

Tokio, Afarch 29.—Admiral
Yuma’motq, minister of marine, read
Vice=Admiral ‘'ogo’s account + of the
sixth Japanese attack on Port Arthar in
the lower house of  the Japanese Diet
today.

Admiral Yamamote referred feeling-

He said
that this project was still far from
completion. * Continuing, the minister of
marine declared that the revival of the
martial spirit at Port Arthur sinee the
arrival ot Vice-Admiral Makaroff, was
apparent, and he expressed the hope
that the Ruesians would emerge bold-
Iy and attack the Japanese,
. The house unanimously adopted a
resolution encouraging the government
and . praising  the .mavy, and pledging
itself to spare mo cost in' the prosecu-
tion of the war.

In the House of Representatives to-
day the premier warmly thanked the
members that the attempt made to ef-
fect the expulsion of M. Ogawa had not
resulted successfully. M. Ogawa is the
member who moved the expulsion of
Editor Akirama, another member of the
house, who was charged with being in
the pay of Russia. Jriends  of the
editor declared in the discussion today
that there avas more reason to suspect
Ogawa than Akiyama of having ac-
vcepteg Russiaw pay.

miles inland from Bella Coola, aud
from which port an excellent wagon
road extends for 25 miles, and  at
Dreeent a trail exists which, avith a
very little expenditure, could be made
a first-class approach to the country,

decide to extend the wagom Toad it

sbe an excellent idea to continue
right mp the valley instead. A little
would be lost in distance, but there is
no douht that it would be saved, over
and over again in grade,

The Cheslatta country is not very ex-
tensive,- but it is a splendid country for
cattle-raising, and this year quite a
few settlers are going in with the idea
of starting in this business extensively,

‘The country iying between the Bella
Coola valley and the Cheslatta is most
of it natural swamp meadow, and in
time, when drsined, will become a very
mportant :djunet to the resources of
British Coluinb:u.

The  climate in winter is not very
severe, and the smow fall in the Ches-
latta rarely exceeds six inches through-
‘out the whole winter, In the inter-
mediate eountry the snow fall is about
two feet. /The rainfall iy moderate and
not in any way ‘what could be called
heavy. It is Mr. Sutherland’s opinion
that if the log jambs were taken from
the ereeks and the beaver dams opened
up, that the meadows would drain
themselves a8 a good fall can be got
anywhere. - Even .as they are at pres-
ent, the swamp bay could be cut by
‘machine in a good edason. (Like most
British Columbia swamp hay, when pro-
perly cured, it makes splendid feed for
cattle and is good enough to tide them
over the winter months.

The Cheslatta country contains both

meadow and bunch grass side hills, wwith
large poplar flats which, if slashed and
cleared, will grow, almost any CTrop.
Vegetables have been tried and found
to be a success.
" There has been some talk abowt the
Dominion government building a new
telegrapli line from Quesnelle to strike
the coast somewhere southh of the
Skeena, river country. At present the
Chileotin country has no telegraph com-
munication, If this proposed line could
be run § ngh Chileotin and from there
Tight through. to the coast at Bella
Coola, the government would find that
route the’ cheapest to build and oper-
ate aud the most profitable on account
of the population. 2

Parliamentary Paper Just Published Deal-

ing 'With Proposed Adeption.

A parliamentary paper (Cd. 1940) says

published relating to the proposed adoption
of a metric system of weights and meas-
ures for use within the Empire, In a cir-
“cular sent. from the Colonidl office; _dated
iber 9, ‘1002, the Colonial ‘Governors
were asked to say what action was likely
to be takefi ‘In’ thelr respective colonies
with: regard to the. resolution adopted. at
the' comferenee. of Colonial Premiers -in
London in favor of the adoption of a
metric system. The replies recelved are
thus summarized. The metric system s
already used in Mauritius and Seychelles
The following are favorable to its adoption:
Australia, New Zealand, Cape . of Good
Transvaal, Orange River Colony,
Southern Rhodesia, Gawbia, Northern Ni.
geria, Gibraltar, British Guiana, Trinidad,
Leeward Islands, Windward Islands. Also
with a reservation that it must also be
adopted in the United Kingdom or in the
Empire generally, Slerra Leone, Southern
Nigeria, Ceylom and Falklands. Hong-
:kong  would take common action with
other colonies. The States of New South
Wales, Victorla, and Western Australia
are also favorable, ‘but, together with South
Australia and Tasmania, consider that -the
matter is one for the commonwealth govern-
ment. Fiji is doubtful, but must , follow
Australia and New Zealand, British New
Guinea would go with Australia. Jamalea
and British Henduras need the adoption of
the system in the United States of Amer-
ica." The practice of India is important to
dhe Straits Settlements, which would be
followed by Labuan; sand the Bechuana-
land Protectorate would follow the rest of
South Africa. St. Helena, Cyprus,
Wel-hai-Wel, Barbadoes and Bahamas are
on the whole unfayorable, The Gold Coast
colony ‘and the State of.

when introduced to them, is the magnifi-
cent moustache with which each fair
mouth s surrounded; for, not satisfied
with tatooing the counterfeit presentment
of the moustache on the upper lip, in bril-
liant blue tint, they also include the low-
er lip as far as the middle
of the chin. The tatooing is carried far
out on each cheek to a fine point, so that
it gives them the appearance of being the
broud possessors of waxed military mous-
tachioed beauties, but one gets used to Jt
after a little, and find the blue a fine set-
ting for'the beautiful white teeth which
they possess, and take care to show in ex-
pansive smiles whenever possible.

‘One of the men, an old fellow who seem.
ed to Dbe tyee of the illahie, wore earrings
of silver almost as big as quoits; the
‘weight of them pulled his lobes till it look-
ed as If there would be a separation in or-
der preftty soon. This gentleman’s hair
was thick and matted as wool, and grey as
& badger’s back. His whiskers and beard
seemed to be impenetrable, but that was

because he frequently had oceasion to in-
;'e]sltlga:e the same with his fingers, quest-
ully. .

All the party had very intelligent faces,
and seemed to belong "to a superior race
compared with many of the lower class
Japanese one sees about town.. As Is we'l-
known to ethnologists, the. Afnus,were-thel
aborigines of Japan, and were driven to
the north by the successive incursions of
the Mongol-Malayan hordes who landed in
the southern islandg centuries age. The
case was much like that of the" ancient
Britons, and the ‘Angles, Jutes and Sax-
ons.  The Britons retired after each de-
feat farther into the wilds of Wales and
Cornwall, while the newcomers possessed
the land, gave it-a mew name, and finally
blossomed into quite respectable citizens
while the ancient Britons, latterly the
Cymri and later the Welsh, heid to their
mountain fastnesses, thelipr language and,
for many a century, to their religious
rites.

So it has been with the dispossessed
‘Alnug of Hokkaido. They had to glve up
the pleasant plains and vales of Southern

rains. They retain the anclent speech of
their fathers, and it is quite different from
the language of the Japanese. The Alnu
tongue is full of liquid notes, and has a
strange singing infliection very pleasant |
1o listen to, not unlike the Siamese.

The Japanese communicate with the
Ainus In a queer jargon made up of scraps] !
of Oriental languages, much after the fash-
ion of the Hudson Bay Company’s chin-
9ok jargen for trading with the Indians.
Like the conies, the Ailnus are but a
feeble folk, not more than seventy-five
thousand of them remaining of the mult -
tudes who once pecpled the south Islands.

Mr. Einagaki, who seems to have made
& study of those strange people, for the
purpose, mno doubt, of misslonary effort
amongst them at some future time, sald
that the members of the little party fair
ly represented the Ainu race. It was not
always the case that they were to be
found unusually hairy, though that was a
Very common characteristic of the people,
Some of them were as smooth, physically
and morally, as Jacob.
