palace at Croydon with a retinue of

teiod the city of Canterbury with a |
| procession of eight hundred to a thou-
sand horse.”” The archbishop, more-
over, had amongst his own, servants
a regularly trained force of 100 foot
aud 50 horse which, in the days of
the Great Armada, held itself ready,
W the redoubtable archbishop a.t‘
its nead, *‘to take its share in the de-
funce of sovereign and country.”

Atlantis; but ‘whether the missing

continent really dissppeared in the

Atlantic is not known. Further re

search 'may show that there has

been a defalcatipn to the extemt of
several continefits. What seems to
be established’ is that the present

} Island of Jagpaica was not always

such, but wag, on the ceatrary,

i centre of a ff¥r-sized continent. The

only altermatfve theory is that the

larger West YIndian Islands were
once part of Qentral America.

It is not too' much to assume thet

many readers at presemt are ume

aware that between an island and &
continent there is a greater difference
than In mere size. Islands are of
quite different formation, for the
most jpart. Excepting those situated
along’ what may be called the shelf
of the continents, and were onee
part of the mainland, islands are of
soceanic origin. They come to exist
as a result of coral growth or some
volcanic disturbance. They are
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either bupilt up by insects or are

thrown up by some tremendous com |

vulsion of the earth. Continents de
not thus come into being. Contl|
nents are of the older lineage. !
Islands are mere upstarts. This is!
proved by the animal life found om
continents and islands. Oceanie ||
istands have rarely any large mam-
mals. Their animai life consists
largely, if not wholly, bf winged
creatures that found it possible te'
cross large expanses of salt water
from the continents to the islands. !
They have also those lower forms of |
life the eggs of which happen to have
been carried by hurricanes,“water
spouts or other natural agencles.

Phe discovery with regard to the
lest eontinent of Antilla was made |
by Capt. H. E. Anthony, who headed !
an expedition sent out by the Amer- |
ican Museum of Natural History, lnd
who has spent several months in the |
Indies. The object of the search was |
fossils, and the seekers were richly |
rewarded. They found fossil remains
of many now extinet, some |

At the present time, the only wiad
mammals in Jamaica are the coney
and the mongoose. The coney was
imported many years ago and flour~
ished. Unfortunately rats flourished
in greater luxuriance and in order to
‘| exterminate the rats a large fmporta-
tion of Indian mongooses was made,
The rats were more or less abolished,
but the mongooses then turned thefr
ferocious attention to the coneys and
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they have become almost extinct.

Capt. Anthony found some living in a

l\dcus should have becn deviated on |
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restricted area in the mountains of
maica, and brought home skele-
ons and skins in proof thereof. An
interesting fact is that among the
fossil imammals, the explorers were
unable to find any closely related to |
those in Cuba and Porto Rico. This
has suggested the speculation of an
eastern peninsula jutting out from
Honduras, and that Jamaica may |
not have been part of the Antillean |
continent. The idea that, Jamaica |
may have been isolated from all
other land and that mammals came
to it on floating masses of vegetation
does not commend itself to zoologists,
If there is a'lost continent, Capt.
Anthony says that it must have been
an important mass of land, with great
rivers and huge mountains, the lat-
ter rising perhaps 20,000 feet above
the sea. The expedition also did
some checking up on Herbert Spen-
| cer’s theory, that in tertiary times the
present bottom of the sea was from
a mile and a half to two miles higher
than it is now from its present cone
formation. “‘If this be so,” says Capt.
Anthony, as quoted in the Boston
Transcript, by J. Olin Howe, “it gives '
us our continent there which our fos-
sil fauna séem to indicate. The ridges
of the sea bottom - seem to follow the
general direction of the mountdin
rapges we find ,on the lar ger Islands,
