THE FUNERAL PROCESSION.

There were a féw moments of commotion
and preparation, The marine band played
¢ Nearer, my God, to Thee,” and the funeral
procession moved from Monumental park at
5 minutes before 12, The time occupied in
moving the casket from the pavilion to the
funeral car was about 15 minutes. A corps
of marines from the United States steamer
Michigan formed in parallel lines from the
east side of the pavilion to the east entry
to the park, through which the casket was
borne on - the shoulders of Unitell States

the day. The trappings of woe were visible
on every side—public buildings, private resi-
dences,. mercantile houses, hotels, and places
of businessof every kind were arrayed in
solemn black, while from flagstaffs the city
over hung the flag “‘that’s braved a thou-
sand years the battle and the breeze,” sor-
rowing and wailing as it were for the
stricken stars and stripes.

There was almost an entire suspension of
business from two. to four o’cleck in the
afternoon. Blinds were drawn and shutters
were closed, and people everywhere rested
and meditated on the loss the world had
sustained, while the city wrapt herself
up in gloom and gave vent to her sad feel-
ings through the medium of her many
muffled bells, which tolled through the
afternoon.
