hole, the witness sald,

}Eet sz'uare in the stone wall dividing
the Nasmith and Hyams basements,
As far as the witness remembered the
potatoes were kept in the south side
of the basement.

In cross-examination, the witness
said the hole in the stone wall did not
lead into the Hyams basement, but in-
to a small dead chamber that was not
used for any purpose.

Me Crawled Through the Hole

Joseph 'W. Sheppard, painter, work-
ed on the Colborne-street warehouse
in Jan., 1894, While working in the
basement- he was accidentaly locked
in, and was compelled to crawl through
the hole leading into the Nasmith
basement. It was shown in _cross-ex-
amination that this occurred after a
great many alterations had been made
in the Hyams basement and the hole
very much enlarged. Willlam Stat-
ton, who assisted Sheppard in the
painting of the premises, confirmed
his statements.

Fixing the Fatal Hour.

Alexander Manson, a driver for the
China Hall, whose premises adjoin
those of the Nasmith Co., was the next
witness. On the day of the killing he
heard of the death of Wells about half
past 10 o’clock. At that hour he went
to the back door of the -China_ Hall
premises, and saw Undertaker Hum-
phrey standing at the Hyams ware-
house door. o Mr, Osler he said he
would not swear to the hour, but
thought it was some time before noon.
H. Saville, said that in Jan., 1893, he
was working as shipper for the China
Hall, said that he saw the under-
taker’s wagon in Colborne-street about
10.45. In cross-examination the wit-
ness said that he fixed the time by
the work he was required to do around
the premises. ;

He Believed the Twins Implicitly ™

Dr. W. H. B. Alkins, the coroner, who
thought an inquest on Wells was un-
necessary, was then called. He said
that on the morning of the occurrence
Dr. King telephoned him that an accl-
dent had taken place in Colborne-
street. The time, he thought, was be-
tween 9 and 11 o’clock. On going to
the warehouse he met one of the pri-
soners, who conducted him to the
basement, where the body of Wells
lay, with the head about 1 1-2 feet
from the elevator shaft. The general
direction of the body was almost
straight south. He was given to un-
derstand that Wells had been work-
ing alone in the cellar, and had been
injured by the weight.
peared to have been moved away from
the foot of the weight shaft. .After
an examination of the premises the
witness said he was satisfled that it
was an accident, and decided not to
hold an inquest. :

T e Buffer Block and Weight Hook.

To Mr. Osler, the witness said he did
not notice the buffer block so frequent-
ly referred to by the defence. As
the body lay the crown of the head
was presented to the weight . shaft.
The witness had no recollection of hav-
ing seen either glasses on the face or:
gloves on the hands. The hook shown
in court, the coroner thought, was not
the hook shown to him by the prison-
ers. He had seen Mr. Horn before
the Investigation at the Police Court,
and would not deny that he had told
Horn that the hook then in use was
not the one in the possession of the
Crown. \

A Few Pertinent Questions.

“Did it not occur to you as a cor-
oner that someone should be respon-
sible for a defective hook?” agsked Mr.

N§ clear or satis-
factory explanation was given him,
when he was at the warehouse, of how
the killing took place. He made no
inquiries about insurance or other such
matters.

No Indications of Fraumd Attach to Mr.
Platts’ Action, But Simply a Lack of
“Nerve” to Face the Ordeal—What the

Small Retail Business of Toromto is
Coming To,

Robert Platts, who has been engag-

ed in the tailoring business at 201
Ycnge-street for the past 14 years, left
the city about a fortnight ago and
shows no signs of returning. On Wed-
nesday last his son, George, who was
in business with him, produced a
power of attorney from his father and
in his behalf made an assignment. for
the benefit of creditors to J. P. Lang-
ley, accountant.
_ The principal creditors are Messrs.
McMaster & Co., and among others
interested to some extent are Messrs.
Wyld, Grasset & Darling and John
Muldrew & Co. The business Habili-
ties did not go over $4000, and the face
value of the assets stood at the same
figure. It was thought that Mr. Platts
would return to meet his creditors,
but he has:failed to do so.

There is no evidence whatever of any
wrong-doing on the part of the absent
gentleman. He has been for years an
attendant at Jarvis-street Baptist
Church, and was very prominent in
all religious enterprises. He had gain-
ed a reputation for scrupulous honesty
and was rated high in the commer-
ciel agencies. » His house and property
stcod in his wife’s name; but this ha
been the case for years and was mos
hasty step to defraud his creditors.

Why He Fled the City. ;

Mr. Platts was originally émployed
with Messrs. Thomas Thompson &
Scns, and embarked in business for
himself 4 score of years or more ago.
. Finding that it did not pay he again
took a situation, but 14 years ago
founded the present business at 201
Yonge-street. For some years he was
supposed to be making money, but of
late when competition became
increased, younger and more
active men took some of* the
business away. His friends and

creditors think that he took a woful-
ly wrong step in leaving town as he
did, and his action is only explained
by them as due to lack of moral
courage. He had carried so proud a
head in religious circles and before his
family for years that: he’could not
stand the mortification of failing like
an ordinary man, and fled.
The Tribulations of the Small Dealer.

A well-known wholesaler, comment-
ing on the Platts failure and the
Deeks failure of a day or go ago, said
that the moral of them was that small
retailers are not economical enough.
“The small dealer in these hard times,”
said he, “must reconcile himself to
living over his shop and make no at-
tempt to maintain two establishments
at high rentals. A small business will
not stand it. Then the credit system
is likewise driving men to bankruptcy.
The big establishments get cash and
the small dealer has to give credit
to men who would like to pay but are
in many instances unable to do so.
In the case of the Platts falilure,
there was an additional drain through
the fact that Mr. Platts was not a
practical man and had to employ a
cutter at a high salary. Now that
things are cut down so fine, nothing
but the most absolute economy will
bring about succéss.”
