PARIS, Jan. 29.—In the Supreme 
Court of France to-day six men who 
were shot for cowardice in 1914 were 
declared innocent. To their wives the 
courfS ordered that the state should pay 
a life pension of 2,000 francs a year, 
and to each of their children a pension 
of 1,000 francs until they come of age. 
The judgment cannot give the men 
back to their families, but their names 
are freed from stain.

As told yesterday, the story qf how 
the men came to be executed belongs 
to the early period of the wars, when 
discipline was ultra stringent. Without 
warning the company in which the men 
were was attacked and some one cried. 
“Clear out, quick!” A panic ensued 
and most of the men bolted for the sup­
port trench. The six who were executed 
stood for a time and then got lost. 
When order was re-established they 
were found behind the lines. A drum­
head courtmartial was ordered and. 
though witnesses were called who stated 
that the lieutenant in charge gave the 
order to retire, the lieutenant denied it. 
He. however, protested against the ex­
ecution and later wrote the brother of 
one of the men, declaring injustice had 
been done. The evidence taken later 
turned against him. A fellow-officer 
stated that he was one of the first to 
rush into the support trench, and the 
court found that the evidence was that 
the order to retire had’been given.

In view of that fact the men could 
not be found guilty of desertion in the 

^ace of the enemy, and the court there­
fore had no other course than to re­
habilitate their memory.

Sir George Foster, Canadian minister of 
trade and commerce, and one of-Can­
ada's delegates to the assembly of the 
League of Nations, speaking last night 
at a banquet of insurance superinten­
dents at the Hotel Aster.

Thé United-States, by the same statis­
tics. cart into Canada and bought- 
$500,000,000 worth only, exactly $5 for 
every man, woman and child in the 
United States. Let us be neighbors. 
Buy as much from us as we do from 
you. Auid when we come down here 
with our good-will security Canadian 
dollars be above offering us 88 cents."

Disclaiming any desire to “meddle 
with public affairs in the United 
States," Sir George referred to the 
Foidney emergency tariff bill, now be­
fore the Senate in Washington, as a 
measure that would “prevent us from 
sending down our cattle and sheep and 
agricultural products in order that w« 
may pay you."

“Well, there are but two things foi 
us to do," continued the minister. “One 
is not to buy the extra $400,000,001 
worth from the people of the United 
States. That is my appeal to the com- 
mercial portion of the United States, 
It may be a good thing to think ol 
things before we legislate too far."
