Moter vehicles registered in Can-
ada during 1922 averaged 5.7 to
every 100 people, according to a re-
port issued by the Dominion bureau
of statistics. Passenger cars in 1922
numbered 462,275, commercial cars
37,610, and motoreycles 9,375, while
licenses issued to dealers and manu-
facturers amounted to 4,561. In ad-
dition, tourist cars to the ;humber of
818,374 entered Canada for a period
of 24 hours or less; 175,585 for two
to 80 days; and 2,420 for a period
of from one to six months.

A foremost reform which Premier
Ferguson promised during his elec-
tion campaign, was the appointment
of a Provincial Comptroller of Fin-
ance, and it is now understood that
choice for the position has settled
upon Finance Commissioner George
H. Ross, of the city of Toronto, his
salary to be $25,000 per year. The
position is the biggest one -which the
Ferguson administration has as yet
been called upon to fill, —and will
likely prove the most infportant ap-
pointment of the Government's
whole term of office.

BRITAIN WILL PAY U. S. FOR
ARMY

An agreement has been sighed be-
tween the Governments of the
United States, France, Italy, Bel-
gium and Great Britain regarding
the reimbursement of the cost of the
American ‘army of occupation.

The amount due to the United
States is to be payable in twelve
yearly instalments in cash. The re-
ceipts of the British Government un-
der the Reparations Recovery Act
are not available for this purpose.
The first payment is due on Decem-
ber 31st next. These instalments will
not take precedence of the sums due
Great Britain for the British army
of occupation before December 1,
1926, but will after that date.
