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Mr. Editor,—Too long I have kept my 
fellow-travellers waiting in mountain-girt 
Sante Fe. When we arrived early in May 
the grass was green, the trees in full foliage, 
and perfume from beautiful rose gardens 
and mile upon mile ofj blossoming orchards 
filled the air. Now, as we depart, the first 
crop of grass has been cut, the grain har­
vested, and the orchards are heavy with 
abundance of ripening fruit.

We continue our journey still among the 
mountains, but amid scenes of such variety 
that weariness is impossible. Our attention 
is called a short distance from our stopping 
place to a high ileet-topped mountain called 
Starvation peak. Here many years ago, we 
are told, a band of Mexicans, driven from 
their homes by the fierce Indiana of that 
region, took refuge, but were surrounded 
and starved to death.

Our first stop is at Albuquerque, the larg­
est city of Now Mexico. Like so many of 
the cities of this region, it is made up of 
two distinct towns, the American, built of 
brick and stone, and the Mexican, of adobe, 
though prettily laid out and nicely kept and 
altogether the best of its kind in Territory.

I will ask my readers to accompany me to 
the University of Now Mexico, grandly 
situated upon a high hill behind the town. 
I wish it were possible to bring some ardent 
lover of nature who was unfamiliar with 
mountain scenery, blind folded to this spot 
and watch the effect when his eyes were un­
veiled. The view is one of the fairest the 
eye of man e\er looked upon. Above the 
bluest of skies, around us the balmiest of air, 
mountains in all their usual variety of form 
and color on every side, the beautiful tree- 
lined city nestling among its vineyards and 
orchards at our feet, and away beyond and 
as far as the eye can reach, the waters of the 
historic Rio Grande winding on their sifiuous 
course through the verdant meadows of an 
ever-widening valley.

Taking our leave of Albiguergue very 
early we travel all the morning through the 
valley of the Rio Grande, which here and 
there spreads out into vast mesas, on which 
thousands of cattle are grazing, pass Ameri­
can towns, Spanish plaza* and Indian pue­
blo*, never at an elevation of less than 4000 
feet, until about noon we arrive at Los 
Cruces (The Crasses) in the heart of the far- 
famed Mesilla Valley, as truly the garden 
of New Mexico as our own fair valley is the 
garden of Nova Scotia. A few miles away 
to the eastward stretch in a long blue line

Much of Oasphe, all of it in fact 
“makes for righteousness,” is suspiciously 
like the Bible. Other parts, such for in­
stance as relates to a race of men descended 
from angels and humans, bear very clear 
traces of Greek mythology.

The colony, we learn furthermore, has for 
its chief aim the rearing of a number of 
children, who by following Shalamite teach­
ings will have so developed that by the time 
they have reached the age of fourteen years 
they will go forth to evangelize the world. 
The children that we see, ranging in age 
from five to ten years, appear in no way re­
markable.

All the world is to be formed into Leviti- 
can towns, which will demonstrate that in­
stead of large, imperfectly cultivated tracts 
of land, more profit can be secured from 
small, well-tilled areas. one person can 
become wealthy, but none cau be poor. No 
crime can invade these commercial apd co­
operative organizations. Anyone who will 
comply with the regulations pray join the 
colony, regardless of rape or color, aud he 
will be given a house apd as much land as 
he can thoroughly cultivate. The base 
principles are as follows;—

1— The religion is the worship of the Crea­
tor only.

2— The diet is vegetarian, and abatinenoe 
from the use of stimulants and narcotics for 
stimulating effect is required.

3— All people are excluded who live by 
their wits, such as politicians, lawyers, 
ministers, etc.

4— Cattle are allowed for milk, but cannot 
be used or sold lor food.

5— No retail business of any kind is allow­
ed on the premises.

6— The mainlainance of a common store 
for buying or selling goods at primary prices 
is required.

7— All manufacturing industries are to be 
co-operative, and the profit divided accpfd- 
ing to the labop of each.

8— General echqols shall he maintained by 
contributions.

9— All householders shall be entitled to 
one vote regardless of sen.

10— The oldest householder shall be chief 
and executive of the majority

11— All difficulties shall be settled by 
arbitration.

12— The system of education shall be en­
tirely new, consisting of objective and man­
ual training, instead of book instruction. 
Trades and occupations taught irrespective

13— Levitican towns shall be limited to 
one thousand inhabitants.

14— One-tenth of all productions is to go 
to the support of the children of Shalam, 
perpetually.

At present there is only one Levitican 
town. It is witMu a liajf-rpile of t^halam, 
and is béautifully situated upon an irrigated 
tract of land containing 3o0 acres. The 
houses are of adobe, situated upon half acre 
lots. Theie are twenty apple trees upon 
each lot. and the streets are forty-feet wide 
and shaded by treps.

The pumping plant und reservoir covers 
an acre of land and the latter h&s a capacity 
of 2,000,000 gallons.

Agreement In SighL

Mr. Ouimet, the Minister of Public Works, 
who is the leader of the French-Canadian 
Conservatives and the champion ip the gov­
ernment of tfle Manitoba minority, has, in 
an interview published in an Ottawa paper, 
made a declaration in regard to the grievances 
of the minority and what is required to rem­
edy them, which, it is to be hoped, has the 
approval of the whole Bowell Government, 
as in that case it should not take long to 
settle the Manitoba school question. It ap­
pears that there has been a great and very 
general mistake as to the demands of the 
Manitoba minority. Everyone supposed that 
the Roman Catholic church der .raded the 
guidance and control of a separate system of 
schools in which they would be free td carry 
out their own methoils of secular instruction. 
It appears that they ask nothing of the kind, 
that all the Roman Catholics want is to have 
Roman Catholic religious instruction and 
services conducted of course by Roman Cath­
olics in the schools where their children at­
tend.

There can be no objection to tfre addition 
of Roman Catholic religions instruction and 
services to the exercises of those schools 
which are for the (poet part, or even in any 
considerable degree, attended by Roman 
Catholic children. Iu fact, we understand 
that it was within the power of a majority 
of the trustees under toe present school sys­
tem to supplement the regular exercises of 
any school with religious exercises during 
the last half hour or hour of the school day. 
There can be no good reason why the school- 
houses should not be at the disposal of any 
religious body for such purposes at any 
other than those during which it is in use 
for secular teaching. We do not see why 
clergymen or ministers or priests or deacons, 
or any or all churches, should not be encour­
aged to use the schools for such purposes. 
The few hours’ religious instruction which 
children receive in the Sunday-schools once 
a week is very insufficient, and it seems to 
us that it is tne parents and the religious in­
structors known to and confided in by the 
parents, and not the school-teachers chosen 
for their secular knowledge and
