New Way of Curing Hay.

The last issue of the Maine Farmer has
some editorial notes from New Brunswick,
among-which the following appears:

¢ Meeting the young and enterprising
farmer, Mr. E. H. Turnbull, in St. John, at
his dairy, where he is making a fine quality
of butter, and building up a good trade for
the same, conversation naturally drifted
along agricultural lines. We were not &

ittle interested in his manner of cutting
and curing timothy hay, and his emphatic en-
dorsement of the same, after several years’
experience. ‘You may be surprised,’ said
he, “to learn that I have discarded the mow-
er in cutting my English bay, and rely en-
tirely on the reaper. My men follow after
me, and standing the bundles on end, open
slightly at the base, leaving the tops well
secured and close. In this way the hay is
made, not being disturbed until pitched on
the cart for the barn, It cures rapidly, no
raking is necessary, there is no loss and the
rich, bright green is maintained. In loading
I pile in tiers as I would cordwood, and the
same in the mow. Packing thus, there is a
great saving of space. The cost of making
is reduced fully one-half, while a quality is
secured otherwise impossible. Two years
ago I sent some samples to the English mark-
et and at once received an order for a thous-
and tons at the advanceed price, the dealer
declaring nothing like it for quality had ever
been offered. It was doubtless due to the
fact that the bright green had been retained.
This year the grass is so short, and the yield
80 small, that I must fall back on the mow-
ing machine, but with good length stocks I
shall hereafter use the reaper altogether.’
We found that other people were following
the same practice with as good results. The
timothy this year may not allow the experi-
ment being tried, but under ordinafy growth
it is well worth a test.”

Stone Dairy House.

It is the ambition of all good butter mak-
ers to possess the best condition possible for
the manufacture of the same. Cellars are
often lacking in the necessary qualifications
for the making of prime butter, either from
defective drainage or ill ventilation, and the
difficulty or impossibility of keeping milk and
vegetables in juxtaposition without impar-
ing the flavor of the cream and butter.
ter making in the kitchen also has its disad-
vantages.

We offer a suggestion of a way out of the
difficulty by utilizing the loose stones with
which many farms are strewn, and which
every year have to be removed and are gen-
erally piled around stumps, or carted and
dumped in some out-of-the-way nook. A
picturesque dairyhouse may be made out of
these stones. The house may consist of one
room, or the rear may be used as an icehouse
—a very desirable appendage to a dairy.
No’ pools should be near a dairyhouse.

If an icehouse is not practicable, then the
house may be partitioned and one part used
for a cheese room. If wanted for winter
dairying or cheese manufacture, an old-fash-
ioned fireplace, or stove will be needed.

stream of water can be conducted into the
house then the labor will be very much les-
sened; and if possible, the dairyhouse should
be situated near a well or stream of water.

Mould in Milkrooms and Cellars.

To destroy mould in cellars and prevent
its formation apply whitewash, and if possi-
sible, put it on hot, taking care to get it into
every crevice, as a single spot missed will
serve for the fungi to get a place and to
spread and injore what the cellar holds. If
this fails to cure, then resort to sulphur.
Stop all openings and crevices. Put four
bricks on end in a tub, or similar vessel, and
pour in water to cover them. Put on these
bricks an iron pot containing live coals, and
on this throw two inches of brimstone roll.

Do not breath the fumes, but get out,
closing the door as quickly and tightly as
possible. Leave the place closed for 24 hours
then air thoroughly. If the floor is of stone
or earth or any fireproof material, the pot
may be stood on it and the water be in a
vessel near by, but the sulphurous flames
are exceedingly hot, and the water is neces-
sary to develop the acid that is to do the work.
Care must be taken that the fumes do not
get into the living portion of the house, and
all silver or plated ware must be kept from
their influence. Nothing is better for rid-
ding a house of vermin than this same sul-
phurous fumigation, but, as indicated above
the time for it is when the family is going
visiting for a day or two, and in such case
they had best take the silver and plated ware
along.

The sulphur candle sold at drug stores for
disinfection purposes is ready for use, but is
more expensive.

White Specks in Butter.

E. C. Bennett, of Epitomist, says: The
white specks in butter are due to the poor
ripening of the cream. Some of the cream
has ‘‘ wheyed off ” and decomposed, and the
caesin has gathered in clots and the whey
has separated from the cream. These clots
of curd will not churn out. They remain in
the butter as clots and always look white.
Artificial coloring has no effect upon them,
and winter or summer they spoil the looks of
the Lutter. Greater care in ripening the
cream is called for but even in creameries
there are times when these colorless clots
form, and the sure way to do is to strain the
cream into the churn.

Then the clots do not get into the churn

and are not found in the butter.

Eat More Fruit.

).

At the convention of the ‘‘Australian
Federated Fruit Growers’ Association,” in
April last, Dr. Benjafield delivered a lecture
on “Fruit as a Food and Medicine.”

The introductory remarks in this very able
lecture would be of value for us to consider
here. The doctor says, *‘ From Solomon all
down through the succeeding ages poets
have sung the praises of the luscious grape
and peach, and painters have sought to out-
vie each other in depicting the attractions
of the apple and plum, and away deep down
below all this we see through the whole ani-
mal creation a developed instinct which
teaches all to long after these beautiful fruits.
Is this instinct wrong? Is nature a fool thus
to make her creaiures voice their needs?
When you see the whole instinct family
swarming over and devouring our choicest
fruits, shall we say that they do not know
what is good for them? When we see pigs,
horses, cows and sheep breaking down our
fences, need we ask how they learned to love
fruit? Aye, more, note the baby in the arms
who screams for the rosy apple, and bites
away at it even with toothless gums, and as
the baby grows into the boy how he will
defy canes, and even police, so that he can
“’whab he loves and longs for. The Crea-
tor is so anxious that this very necessary
food shall be eaten by His creatures that He
makes it beautiful to look upon, sweet and
attractive in smell, and gives to it such var-
ieties of flavors that the most fastidious can
be satisfied.”

And yet, in spite of all this, the great mass
of the people look upon fruit asa laxury
upon which they can only spend odd pennies
for the amusement of their children. Many
parents will more readily spend money on
injurious or even poisonous sweets than they
will on good healthy fruit, and fashionable
society will spend pounds on cakes, wines
and brandies, while they spend as many
shillings on the very thing they need to keep
them healthy—fruit. As for the amount of
drugs swallowed which should be replaced
in a great measure by fruit it is beyond my
power to calculate. Millions upon millions
of pounds are spent annually upon mercurial
and other purgatives, most of which would
be quite unnecessary if the people would but
look upon fruit as a necessary article of diet.
The fruit growers of the future must try to
so educate the public mind that this state of
things will be altered.

Jammed Fingers.

Few people bave escaped jammed fingers,
and as the pain caused when the finger is
jammed in a door is excruciating in the ex-
treme for the first few minutes, it is well to
know of some means of relief. The fingers
should be plunged into water as hot as can
possibly be borne. This application of
bot water causes the nail to expand and
soften, and the blood pouring out beneath
it has more room to flow; thus the pain is
lessened. The finger should then be wrap-
ped in a bread-and-water poultice. A jam-
med finger should never be neglected, as it
may lead to mortification of the bone if it
has been badly crushed, and amputation of
the finger must follow. Jammed toes are
usually caused through the falling of heavy
weights, and should be treated in the same
way as a jammed finger.

Canned Goods.

In buying tin canned vegetables or fraits,
those only should be selected that have a
slight depression in the end of the can.
This, by experts, is accepted as proof that
the contents of the can are in a proper con-
dition. If the end of the can is raised or
bulged, reject it, as that is a proof that the
contents of the can were not heated suffi-
ciently at the time of sealing, or that in the
past or present they have fermented. If
cans are ordered by the dozen, the member
of the household who insp the suppli
should return all cans having such an ap-
pearance. Lead poisoning is not to be feared
from good brands of tinned goods if the con-
tents of the cans are emptied as soon as
opened into earthenware or glass.
