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to be appointed from time to time in suc-
cession to those who retire, shall be ap-
pointed in manner following, thatis to say:
The three ministers or two ministers, as
the case may be, shall be chosen by the
said Synnd on the first day of every An.
nual Meeting of the same in such manner
as shall seem best to the said Synod 5 and
the four lagmen or three laymen, as the
ease may be, shall he chosen on the first
day of every Annual Meeting of the said
Synod by the Lay Trustees remaining after
the others shall have retired, and shall be
chosen from a list of persons made up in
the following manner, that is to say : each
congregation admitted on the roll of the
said Synod,—and in regular connexion
therewith, shall, at a meeting to be speci-
ally called from the Pulpit for that purpose
in every third year, nominate one fit and
discree! person, being a member in full
communion with the said Church, as eli-
gible to fill the office of Trustee of the said
College ; and the persons’ names so nomi-
nated, being duly intimated by the several
congregations to the Board of Trustees in
such form as the said Board may direct,
shall be enrolled by the said Board, and
constitute the list from which Lay Trustees
shall be chosen to fiil the vacancies oceur-
ring at the Board during each year. And
the names of members, thus added to the
Board of Trustees, shall be placed from
time to time at the top of the roll of the
Board, the names of the ministers chosen
as new Trustees being first placed there in
such order as the said Synod shalt direct.
And the names of the Laymen chosen as
new Trustees being pl ced in such order
as their electors shall direct, immediately
afier the names of the said ministers
Provided always that the retiring Trustee..
may be re-elected as heretofore provided,
if the Synod and remaining Lay Trustees
respectively se fit to do so0.”

THE COMMISSION OF SYNOD.

This Reverend Court met in St. An-
drew’s Church, Toronto, on Wednesday,
February 17th, according to appointment,
and was constituted with prayer by Dr.
Barclay, who had heen unanimously re-
quested to take the chair as Moderator.

Sederunt :—Revds. Dr. Barclay, Mode-
rator, John McMurchy, George Bell, John
Campbell (Nottawasaga), David Watson,
John H. Mackerras, John Brown James
Gordon, James Bain, John Campbell
(Brock), Ministers ; and E. W. Thomson,

David Allan, D. Cameron, and A. Brown,
Eiders.

Mr. Mackerras was anpointed to act as
Clerk pro tempore. There was read a
communication from the Presbytery of
London, embodying the following docu-
ments—Ixt. a letter from the Rev. Jno.
Robb of Chatham, tendering the resigna-
tion of his charge in cousequence of con-
tinued ill health, and craving permission to
retire from the active discharge of minis-
terial duty upon the annual allowance
which be at present enjoys as a commuted
minister 5 2d. a certificate given by Drs.
Robertson and Sievewright of Chatham,
testifying 1o the physical inability of Mr.
Robb to discharge efficiently his duties as
a minister; and 3d. a deliverance of the
Preshytery of Lordon accepting Mr.
Robb'’s resignation, agreeing to his retire-
ment upon his annual ailowance from the
Temporalities Board, and requesting the
sanction of Synod through its Commission
to this arrangement.  After due considera-
tion of the reference made therein by the
Presbytery to the Commission, the follow-
ing motion was made by Mr. Bell, seconded
by Mr. Mackerras, and unanimously
agreed to: ¢ The Commission, having
heard the said papers read, feel themselveg
incompetent. finally to dispose of this mat-
ter, inasmuch as the minute of Synod of
1856 appears to contemplate the decision
of the Synod itself alone as final, and
therefore agree to refer the whole case to
the Synod.”

No other business having been brought
forward, the Co1mission adjourned sine
die, and was closed with prayer.
