WEEKLY REVIEW—WHOLESALE
MARKETS,

Outside of the few speculative staples
which are always more or less excited, busi-
ness circles have presented o uniform dullness,
which is not encouraging at the opening of
navigation and of the spring trade. The de-
ression in the shipping business, particularly
for outward cargoes, is enough to cause
owners of vessel property to look very blue
indced and there is no immediate prospect of
suy improvement, so it is feared. In New
York a panic was caused Dy the
timidity of the banks, who do not
view the situation in o pleasant light,

and who called in their loans to brokers

to & large extent. One result of this was
another shrinkage in the price of wheat in the
West, the decline also being accelerated by
splendid harvest prospects on both continents,
Wholesale merchants aresending forward con-
siderable quantitics of goodsifo the country by
the early boats, but the city trade this week
was dull in conscquence of wet, unsettled wea-
ther. Dry goods houses report orders small
and limited in number.

Groceries.,—There has been a good de-
mand for sugar : yellows are quoted at 5ic
to 63c, and granulated at Sfc to Sfc, off
Erades a fraction lower, A good business has

een done in Nova Scotin refined, several
large lots changing hands. Syrup is dull, in-
active and nominal, Molasses has declined
2ic from & weck apgo, with latest sales at
354c for Bardadoes, new crop. The tea mar-
ket has beew quiet and featureless, but
steady in tone, Coffee has had a moderate
jobbing call, 0ld government Java selling at
20c to 223c, and DMocha at 26ic.
Stocks are light, The fruit market has
shown a fair degrec of animation. No,
1 Valencias are scarce and fim at 5c¢ to
5}c. Kower grades have sold at 43c. Cur-
rants are quict af 43c to H}c. Trunes are
plentiful and difficalt to sell at e,  Grenoble
walnuts have moved out atlljc. Almonds
are 114c for Moleritas and 12ic for Ivicas,
Barcelona filberts are at 9c. Lemons range
from $2.50 to $3.60 per box, as to quality.
The rice market maintains a strong tone at
$3.50 to $3.50, and some small lots have sold
as high as 83,674 Spices rule quiet and firm
under light stocks. Black pepper quoted at
17c, white at 26c to 27c. Jamaica ginger
scarce at 15¢ to 18c, cloves at 1Sc, nutmegs
at §84c to 62ic and cassia at 10c to llec.
