NATURAL GAS IN THE UNITED
STATES.

“Natural gas in the United States,” ac-
cording to the last annual report of the
United States Geological Survey, ‘“has
sunk to about one-third, in its fuel value,
of what it was a few years ago,” says Cas-
sier’s Magazine, “In 18gg the production
of natural gas equalled in consumption
the heating capaity of 5,400,000 tons of
coal. Ten years ago, when this industry
was at its height, the equivalent of the
heating output of natural gas was equal
to about 15,000,000 tons of coal. Both

the great gas-producing fields are reach- |

ing extinction. The Ohio division, which
once had 480 pounds to the square inch,
has now no rock pressure whatever. The
original rock pressure in Indiana, once
325 pounds, averages now 165 pounds,
showing that two-thirds of the product
has been taken out and consumed. Over
a very considerable area of Indiana,
covering an area of about 1,500 square
miles, industries which were using natural
gas are either discontinued, working at
a disadvantage, or substituting coal. The
