9.—Submitted and read a letter from the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power Co., in reply to the offer, made by Couneil,
dated the 4th of February last (1907), re lighting, etc.,
with gas and electricity; the said letter being referred to
this Committee by Council for examination and report.

On motion of Ald. Lavallée,

Whereas, the Montreal Light, Heat & Power Co., stated
in said letter, dated the 23rd of May 1907, that as an al-
ternative to the City’s proposal, the Company would be
prepared to enter into a contract on the basis of what is
_known as the London Sliding Scale”, which system, ac-
cording to the Company, has proved a great benefit to
Municipal Corporations. and gas and electric consumers
wherever adopted, and which they feel, if applied to the
City of Montreal, would be advantageous both for the City
and for consumers of gas and electricity, and

Whereas, moreover, the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
Co., stated that if the Council would entertain a proposi-
tion on the above basis, etc., the Company would be pleased
to meet the City's representatives, it was

Resolved: That the Company be requested to state on what
basis it would be prepared to enter into negotiations with
the City by applying the “London Sliding Scale”, and es
pecially as to

(a) the relations between the Company and the " con-
CcOnsumers;

(b) the initial price of* light;

(¢c) the standard dividend payable to shareholders;

(d) the capital stock of the Company;

(e) the basis of reduction as to the price of gas and
electricity and as to the increasing of dividends compared
with the initial price and the standard dividend, and

(f) all other details, i=11ﬁormati9n and statistics which the
Company may be able to f*wr:mrsh in ovder td hasten as
quickly as possible; the re-cpening of negotiations, and also
the sclution of the very important question of gas and
electricity.
