| University of Ottawa — Intefnational MBA (IMBA)

The University of Ottawa’s IMBA program answers the need for
culturally sensitive international business managers by trying to reflect

the global workplace right in the classroom. One-third of IMBA students -

come from outside Canada, many of the professors have academic and
professional experience acquired throughout the world, and applicants
must be able to read technical material, attend courses and participate in
group discussions in both English and French. Students must have’
completed the first year of an MBA (or the equivalent) before admission
to the program.

Based on interactive teaching methods like group assignments and case
studies, which simulate the actual working environment, this year-long,
full-time program integrates theory and practice. A mix of political
economy and business management courses sets the foundation for a
compulsory summer internship, either in Canada or abroad. At the end
of the internship, students produce a substantial report that ties together
their knowledge and hands-on experience.
