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ARTI1CLE XIV

This convention is subject to, ratification. The instrumente of ratification shall

bc deposited with the General Secretariat of the Organization of Amenican States.

ARTICLE XV

Ibis convention shall remain open 10, accession by any other state. The
instruments of accession shall bc deposited witb the General Secretariat of the
Organization of American, States.

ARTICLE XVI

The States may set forth reservations to thîs convention at such time as tbey
approve, sign, ratify, or accede to0 it, provided that the reservations are not
incompatible with the object and purpose of this, convention and that they relate to
one or more specific provisions.

ARTICLE XVII

This convention shall enter into force for the ratiif'ing states on the thiie th day
following the date on which the second instrument of ratification bas been deposited.

For each state that ratifies the convention or accedes 10 it after the second
inument of ratification bas been deposited, the convention shahl enter into force on
the thirtieth day following the day on whicb such state han deposited its instrument
of ratification or accession.

ARTICLE XVIII

This convention shah remain i force indefinitely, but any state party may
denounce it. The denunclation shah be registered with the General Secretariat of the
Organization of American States. At the end of one yeax from the date of the
denunciation, the convention shall cease to be in force for the denouncing state.

However, is provisions shaU remain in force for the denouncing state wit
respect to sentenced persons transferred in accordance with this convention, until the
respective sentences have been served.

Requests for transfer being processed a: the tizne the denunclation cf this
convention is made will continue 10 be processed and executed, unless the parties
aprec t the contrary.
