INVESTIGATION

the Minister of National Defence. Is it a fact
that Mr. George S. Currie, who was appointed
to conduct an inquiry at Petawawa, is now in
Europe? If so, is the inquiry proceeding, and
when may a report be expected?

-Hon. Brook. Claxton <Minister of National
Defence): The inquiry is proceeding now, and
has been proceeding since the day after lie
was appointed. Members of the staff are at
work in Ottawa and elsewhere. They are
engaged in collecting information, making
checks, and otherwise continuing their
investigation. I asked a senior partner Of the
firm today when we COuld expect a report,
and le said hie w as not in a position to say.

Mr. Donald M. Fleming (Eglinton>: May I
repeat that part of the question asked by the
hon. member for Calgary East (Mr. Harkness)
which was not answered by the Minister of
National Defence, and inquire where Mr.
Currie is now. May I also asic what part Mr.
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Inquiries of the Ministry
Cuxrie has played up to date in the investiga-
tion and what part hie will have personally in
the report which it is expected will be made.

Mr. Claxton: I arn sorry, I thought I had
answered the first part of the question but
now that the hion. member calis my attention
to it I find that I did flot. Mr. Currie is i
England. He started the investigation by
giving instructions to his partners on the way
in which. it should be carried on. They have
since been carrying on with the investigation.
Mr. Currie indicated to me that it will be
some time before the information necessary
f or him to make his report will be collected
by them. This is the way in which chartered
accounting and legal firms frequently work
on operations of this size. Mr. Currie will
return in time to make f ull use of the inform-
ation obtained so that he may complete his
study and make a report. It will be his report
on the basis of 'lis own study of -the inform-
ation.

Mr. Fleming: Does the minister happen to
know when Mr. Currie will return to Canada?

Mr. Claxion: No.

OATS
QUESTION AS TO INTERIM PAYMENT

On the orders of the day:
Mr. H. B. Argue (Assiniboïa>: I should like

to asic a question of the Minister of Trade
and Commerce. Can he say whether an
interim payment on oats will be made by
the Canadian wheat board? If so, when can
producers anticipate recelving the payment?.

Righi Hon. C. D. How. (Minisier of Trade
and Commerce): An interim payment on oats
was not made at the time interim payments
were mnade on wheat and barley, for the
reason that a very small proportion of antici-
pated deliveries had been made at that time.
The situation has not changed rnateriaiiy
since. Deliveries are stili a very small pro-
portion of the expected. The sumxner market
for oats is a dangerous market, as I said
when discussing the subi ect in the house a
f ew days ago. 1 doubt if an interlm pay-
ment can be made until the end of the crop
year. But an interimn payment wlll be made
as soon as the board -can be reasonably
assured that a payment can be made without
danger to the solvency of the POOL
