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Hon. John N. Turner (Minister of Justice): I
shall certainly take that suggestion into con­
sideration. As a matter of fact, after the right 
hon. gentleman raised this matter a few 
weeks ago I asked the department to give me 
a resumé of the current chaos in the law 
affecting obscenity.
