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prîvate sector or those charged by other levels of
goverfiment.

2. The Prime Minister and members of the government
in Parliament.

3. (a) (i) The appraisal was carried out by qualified,
certif ied appraisors of the Department of Public Works.
(ài) The previous rents were nominal and were set by the
Real Estate Branch of the Ministry of Transport. They
were flot set on the basis of land value. (b) The land value
bas flot increased by 800 per cent. Previaus rentais were
nominal and bore no reîationship whatsoever ta land
values. The present rates represent 8 per cent of the
appraised value of the land.

4. The government believes that inflation must be
fought on all fronts. One way is by ensuring that, through
sound management principles, the public receives fair
return on its holdings. This reduces the amount of money
necessary for public programns which must be collected
through direct taxation. There is no justification for some
people to enjoy a substantial economic advantage over
their neighbours because they are occupying public land.

5. No. Reasonable and sensible rentai increases are pres-
ently being charged along the Rideau Canal. A return to
the unrealistic rentai rates that were formerly applied
cannot be justified. [t is intended to continue the policy of
periodic rentai review to ensure that rentals of public
lands reflect the realistic value of that land as determined
by today's market.

RADIO ADVERTfSING

Question No. 1,359-Mr. Herbert:

Hoit. Mitchell Sharp (Preaident of the Privy Council):
I am informed by the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
and the Canadian Radio-Television Commission as fol-
iows: 1. At peak listening time in Toronto (7:30-8:15 a.m.
on weekdays) station CBL bas an approximate 7 per cent
share of the total listening audience. In Montreal, the
corresponding figure for station CBM is approximately 2
per cent and for station CBF approximateîy 8 per cent. ([n
both cities, the 100 per cent base includes all listeners,
whatever their linguistic abilities.)

2. The CRTC advises that no soundings as such have
been taken concerning the likelihood of advertisers on
CBC radio continuing to use the radio medium through
private stations. It is considered that, in those areas affect-
ed by the removal of advertising on CBC radio, there will
be opportunity for interested advertisers to use private
stations. It might be pointed out that potential benefit to
private stations was not a consideration in reaching the
decision that CBC radio should withdraw from
advertising.

3. No representations were made to the CRTC by the
private sector of the broadcasting systemn alleging that
CBC was engaging in unfair competition in the case of
radio.
