So soon
as the chief justice of the Court of King's
Bencli ceases to hold office the chief justice
of the Court ef Âppeai shall be styled the
chief justice ef Manitoba. He 'wili take pre-
cedence after the present chIef justice of the
Court of King's Bencb has retired. Thi?
chief justice of the Court of Âppeal and the
other judges of that court will aiso be ex.
officlo judges of the Court of King's*Bencb.
and may, ln addition to their duties as jus-
tices of the Court of Âppeal, preside over any
triais in civil or criminal cases ln the Court
of King's Beach to be tried before a judgo
with n jury, and over any trials at bar and
over the triai of any electlon petition.

Hon. '.\r. LOUGEED-Have they ex-
clusive jurisdiction ln regard to election pe-
titions ?

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-I cannot say they have,
It ls open to doubt. They are giveîî special.
jurlsdiction over election petitions. They
seem te be on the ame plane with the
judges of the King's Bench, because the.r
have jurlsdiction, both civil and criminal.
possessed by any judge of the Court of
King's Bench.

Hon. Mr. MACDONALD (B.C.)-Wbat la
the occasion for tbis speclai court ln Mani-
toba ? In the other provinces there la no
speciai Court of Âppeal.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-Manitoba ls a growing
province, and a very anmbitious one, as my
hon. friend probabiy knows. The amount
cf business doue there is increasing very
rnpidiy. They have the right under the
constitution to create a court of the kind,
and If they do so we cannot Ignore It alto-
gether. The simpler way is to recognize It
