•ORDERED, that hereafter no
petition be received from any peifon claiming as a U. E. 

or child of &.Ü. E ; unlefs the fame be figned by the 

petitioner in prefence of a magiftrate, and be accompa­

nied by an affidavit by the petitioner ; Rating that he, 

or (he, is of the age of TWENTY-ONE years or up­
wards, or married if a female ; and that he, or fhe, has 

never received any lands from the Crown ; and alfo by 

â certificate of the fame magifirate that the petitioner is 

the perfon he, or fhe, defcribes himfelf, or herfelf, to 

be ; and that he, or (he, never h^$ to the knowledge 

and belief of the magiftrate ever received lands, or any

order for lands from the Crown.
