Laqcation of Find.

The find was made” close to the
Kowawkagashama River—shortened to
Bowkash—five hours’ paddle from the
Transcontinental. The jumping off
place is Kowkash Station, a flag sta-
tion 42 miles west of Grant, the
seconi divisional point west of Coch-
rane. The route lies down Johnston
Creek, which crosses the railway a
mile east of the station, and empties
into the Kowkash. There are only
two short carries, the total distance
not being more than twenty miles.

The samples shown at The World
office came from a six-inch vein of
quartz and chloritic schist. The coun-
try rock is diabase and there is plenty
of it thruout the whole district, in fact
for miles around. Basalt dikes occur
as Intrusives and to add to the Inter-
est from. the prospector’s standpoint, a
broad belt of porphyry runs close to
and parallels the vein system that car-
ried the gold samples.

Easy to Find.

It i8 not known yet if more free gold
has been found ‘for The World’s in-
formant came out of the district while
staking was being rushed by the first
parties into the tield and before very
much prospecting had been done.

“Thle enemy’s artillery has continu-
ed to bombard Borgo, in Val Sugana,
and begun to shell Roncegno, starting
several fires there.

“Qur- artillery has bombarded and
blown up a depot of munitions above
And-erter, in the Sexten valley, and
effectively replied to the enemy’'s bat-
teries in thé Sebach valley beyond the
Predil defenses.

“The cupola of Fort Hermann, north
of Plezzo, also has been struck by our
fire.

“A medium calibre enemy battery
threw a few shells upon the station
and railroad track at Cormons with-
out doing any damage. In the Val
Grande 2zone, in Carnia, reconnoiter-
ing parties sent out toward the en-
emy’'s positions observed that in some
trenches recently lost 103 bodies had
been abandoned. 5

“On the Carso front the enemy also
has evacuated several trenches, leav-
ing quantities of arms and ammuni-
tion, which were gathered up by our
troops.”

CARS PLUNGED INTO

REGINA, Sept. 2—There has been
a storm particularly severe about 182

Capture of Lingekopf fand

ENEMY LOST HEAVILY

PARIS, Sept. 2.—The French offi-
cial eye-witness in a statement made
public tonight deals with his obser-
vationg of the fighting by the French
troops in the Vosges.

“The operations in the valleys of the
Fecht and Weiss were pursued in or-
der that we migit attack Lingekopf
and Schratsmannelle,” says the eye-
witness. “Our troops constructed a
new road eight miles long, with an
extension communicating with the
trenches, the camps for our men, and
the ammunition depots. For many
days our convoys transported over the
heights by this new route hundreds of

per day in preparation for the attack
on Lingekopf. The work was carried
on over extremely difficult ground
and we were exposed to an onﬁl‘admt
fire from the north ‘and south, which
made moving about in daylight nearly
impossible.
Gain in First Attack.

“The first attack took place after
preparations had been made by an in-
tense artillery bombardment. This
occurred July 20. By an impetuous
assault, our troops broke thru the
barbed wire defences, went over the
trenches and arrived at the summit of
Lingekopf on the left, and at the sum-
mit of Barrenkopf on the right.

“The Germans held good in the
centre and as a result our troops on
the left and right were compelled to
retire slightly, altho they held part of
the ground they had gained.,K On July
22, another assault by us gained more

AUSSIANS AGAIN
AETREAT BEFORE
\DVANCING FOE

Czar's Troops, After Success
in Gdlicia, Withdrew to
New Positions.

RIGA STILL RETAINED

Grodno Evacuated by Musco-
vites, Vilna Soon to Be
Abandoned.

LONDON, Sept. 2.—Except in the
region of Riga, where the Russians are-
presenting a solid front to Fileld Mar-
shal Von Hindenburg, the Austro-Ger- .
man offensive is again making head-
way and as they have been doing for
four months, the Russian troops have
resumed their withdrawal movement.

The western forts of Grodno were.
‘evacuated after two of thém were de-
stroyed by the heavy guns and occu-
pied by the German infantry, and it is
considered extremely probable that the
whole fortress has already been left to
its fate, for it was no longer tenable
after the Germans had crossed the
Grodno-Vilna railway., which they did
at two points, and had penetrated the
forest of Bielowiecz, to the southeast
of the towa.

Vilna, doubtless, will be the next ob-
jective. of the Austro-Germans on this
front. :

“In the routheast Vienna also reports
a series of advances, the Russians be-
ing practically out of Galicia; they
now hold only a very narrow strip be-
tween the Sereth River and ‘Bessar-
abia. Across the border in the latter
province, the Austrians state, the Rus-
sians set fire to a number of villages,
which might indicate a further retreat.
Thus the hopes raised in the allled
countries by recent successes, that

Russia at last was making a stand, ap-
pear to have dissipated.
Capture Rew Russians.

Everywhere the Austro-Germans
claim to be advancing, but they have
not captured any considerable number
of men and guns. The Russian guns
have been kept well behind the in-
fantry and are quickly moved back
when the rear guards decide no

TERRIFIC FIGHT ON

 SARI BAHR CREST

Antipodeans Reached Summit
But Were Forced to Fall
Back. | . - .

FOUR DAYS’ STRUGGLE

Desperate Hand to Hand Con-

flict Finally Ended by

Exhaustion.

T.ONDON, Sept. 3, 230 p.m.—The
representativ eof the British press at
the Dardanelles in a despatch describ-
ing in detail a grea: battle which end-
ed August 10, after a four days’ hand-
to-hand struggle for the crest of Sari
Bahr, which the Anzac corps actually
reached, but was unable to hold owing
to the terrific Turkish counter-attacks
and the failure of one of the co-oper-
ating strategic movements, says.

“It was the most ferocious and sus-
tained soldiers’ battle since Inkerman.
But Inkerman was over in a few hours
whereas the British forces kept &p
this terrible combat with the Turks
for four consecutive days and nights
amidst the hills, dongas and ravines,
900 feet above the sea, to which point
all water, rations and ammunition had
to be borne along paths which do not
exist except on the map, and down
which every man who fell wounded
had to be borne in almost tropical
heat.

“It was a combat of giants in a glant
country. It took place almost en-
tirely underground, both sides fighting
to win, with utter disregard for life,
in every trench, sap and dugout. Des-
perate hand-to-hand fighting choked
the trenches almost to the top with
dead and wounded. The bajgtle only
came to an end at the utter exhaus-
tion of both sides” ¥
