RICHARDSON HAD THE CROWDS
AT SIFTON-WINKLER MEETINGS SIR WILFRID AFRAID 

FO FACKLE h. H. COOKAt Miami and Carman, In Llsgar Constituency, the Present 
Member Had the Electors With Him and Closed the Meeting 

In Each Case—Sifton Refused a Hearing.
Canada’s Premier Received a Billet Doux From the Old 

Lime Liberal Yesterday Which He Ignored 
at Massey Hall.

Miami, Man., Oct, 16.—(Special.)—If ever 
there was a political meeting carried by 
the Invited apeakere. It waa the one held 
here thla afternoon In the Interests of V. 
Winkler, when R. L. Richardson carried 
the meeting by 30 to 1. The meeting waa 
most enthusiastic for Richardson, and a 
few more of each meetings will convince 
Mr. Slfton that the Liberals have no use 
for machine tactics.

The meeting was called to order, by Mr. 
Sutherland, who was accompanied to the 
platform by Slfton and Winkler In silence. 
He then asked R. L. Richardson and K. D. 
Martin (brother of Joseph, and ex-president 
of the Winnipeg Liberal Association) to 
the platform. They were received with 
prolonged cheers, showing the feeling of 
the meeting.

Martin Handled the Tariff.
Mr. Martin dealt with the tariff, showing 

there had been very little reduction. He 
had yet to hear of any speaker who could 
show wherein Mr. Richardson hud been 
wrong. Promises were of a sacred nature, 
and It he has not esrrled them oat he has 
failed. If he has carried them out he 
come back, look you In the face, and ask 
for your support. [Great cheering.) He Is 
a Liberal, and expected the Liberals to 
give as they promised—a sweeping redac­
tion on agricultural Implements. Laurier 
had said at Morden that the tariff on Im­
plements should be swept away. If the 
little reductIA they had made had gained 
thousands of dollars for the farmers, what 
a great gain there would have been by

making the reduction in the 
had promised.

Richardson Showed Slfton Up.
Mr. Richardson showed that Slfton had 

stood In with monopolies aqd corporations 
as against the farmer. He charged Slfton 
with not seeing that the farmers' Interests 
were guarded.

Mr. Slfton did not deal- with Mr. Rich­
ardson's record, but claimed that Mr. Rich­
ardson should have stayed with his party.

The meeting was so overwhelmingly Rich­
ardson that, tho called by Slfton, the far­
mers demanded that Richardson close the 
meeting called by Winkler, which he did, 
and took his seat amid cheers, which 
given over and over again.

The Crowd All for Richardson 
•The chairman said that Mr. Slfton had" a 
few words to say. but the crowd continued 
to cheer tor Richardson, and left the hall 
without a single cheer for Slfton or Wlnk- 

Thc speakers left at once for Car­
man, where a meeting was held In the 
evening. One old Liberal said jitlchurdson 
should take Slfton to all his meetings, and 
Winkler would lose his deposit.

The Carmnn Meeting.

Thousands Who Could Not Get Inside to Hear Sir Wilfrid 
Went to the Overflow Meetings at the 

Pavilion and Association Hall In His Letter Mr- Cook Reviewed the Seventeen Distinct and 
Specific Charges Which He Has Made Against the Liberal 

Leaders—But the Premier Is Silent.Hie Toronto Machine Worked Up a Grand Reception for the Liberal Tourists— 
Great Torchlight Procession—The Premier Makes His Preferential 

Trade Policy the Star Feature of His Speech.

Mr. H. H. Cook, ex-M.P., yesterday de­
livered the following letter to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier at the Rossln House :

Toronto, Oct. 16, 1900. 
Right Hon. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Toronto :

Dear Sir,—Recently I addressed a letter 
to the Liberal electors of Canada. In which 
I charged that the present leaders of the 
Liberal party, yourself and your colleagues 
in the Cabinet, have betrayed the principles 
of orur party, have been false to your 
pledges and broken faith with the* people 
of Canada. In that letter I said that the 
record of our party while In power undîr 
the leadership of yourself and your col­
leagues has been one long; shameful story 
of promises unfulfilled and pledges broken, 
off extravagance, jobbery and corruption, 
and of the most shameful betrayal of every 
principle for which the party has stood In 
the past. Recognizing the seriousness of 
the charge I made, and realizing the re­
sponsibility which anyone must assume In 
making such a charge against the leaders 
of the party to which he himself belongs, 
I felt that I ought not. In feirness to you 
and yofur colleagues, and to the members 
of onr party generally, to make a general 
charge of this nature without giving specific 
Instances and examples of the dishonesty 
and treason to principle of yourself and 
your colleagues, and this I did as clearly 
and distinctly as I was able to do.

No Denial of the Chargee.
, Up to the present neither you nor any 

of your colleagues* n<or «any of the news­
papers who are supporting your govern­
ment, have ventured to dispute or deny 
even so much as one of the serious charges 
made by me. I notice that you have per­
mitted one of your colleagues—the one di­
rectly responsible for the Ineffable dis­
grace brought npon our party by the ac­
tions of the gang of ballot thieves and 
switchers who operated In West Huron and 
Brockvllle under ^ils direction, and whose 
entrance Into the Cabinet immediately 
after the doings of the 
known had all the appearance of being 
payment fofr service done—to make an at­
tack npon me with the evident hope of 
being able to divert public attention from 
the charges I made.

He has every rea­
son to be flattered by hts reception, and 
U, meeting In Massey Hath as a Picture or 
toncentrated humanity, should live as a 
memory forever.

One tblng must be kept In mind In a 
view of the meeting, and that Is that those 
who went to Massey 
hear Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and him alone. 
Curiotity*. perhaps, never before played 
* bigger part In a political demonstration 
snd, had noses been counted, the audience 
could have been equally divided Into Lib­
erals and Conservatives.

Experienced Organisation.
The fine necromantic hand of the experi­

enced organizer was seen to every feature 
of the gathering. It was not bis fault 
that • partial fiasco was the result. It was 
his excees of zeal. Where he went astray 
was In manipulating the students. No 
class of the community Is composed of a 
greater number of hero-worshippers than 
students, but the solid interest they take 
in politics, is such, Is represented by zero. 
They undoubtedly made the procession a 
success, but In their good-natured way 
they turned the hose on the program lot 
jhe evening, so far as the local lights were 
’concerned. They joined the procession in 
order to do hero-worship to Sir Wilfrid 
Lanrier, whose eloquence Is magnificent, 
end incidentallyxto get a reserved sent 
from which to continue that worship in 
comfort. They broke into the top gallery 
of Massey Hall just as the meeting was 
csled to order, and made confusion worse 
confounded. They had marched, aud when 
once In the hall, in the ex­
uberance of their* Jollity. dem­
osetrated their presence. It was vain for 
Chairman Lindsey to break his voice in 
ailing for order. They had come to 
worship Laurier, not to hear lesser lights.

No U»e for Local Men.

Meeting Wen a Hummer.
If numbers are any criterion, then the 

meeting was a hummer. Every foot of 
«ittlng, standing, and even breathing room 
wa« occupied, and at times the audience in 
places appeared to be three or four deep. 
Fülly one-third of those present were wom­
en, and with Lady Laurier, beaming be­
nignity, with her coterie of fnends, and 
funning the centre of gaily-gowned femi­
ninity, the jammed ball was a stimulating 
inspiration for the speakers to do their

throw down when someone shouted, “Three 
cheers for Sir Claries Tupper,'* and the 
cheers were taken up by many of the torch 
bearers, who waved their torches and spent 
the remainder of their fireworks to honor 
the Conservative leader.
