BUGS IN THE PEAS.

Pest so Bad That Farmers May Have
to Discontinue Growing.

The quality of the samples of grain sub-
mitted .to. the Grain Standard Board, at
their meeting yesterday morning, was more
or less disappolnting, owing, it was re-
ported, to the extremely dry weather of
June, which ripened the grain before it
became properly matured, and to the wet
weather experienced during the time of
harvesting. ) ;

The Standard Board, which was recently
appointed by the Dominion government to
fix the graln standards for the east of
Manitoba, convened in Kby-Blain’s ware-
house, Scott-street. W. D. Matthews pre-
sided, and those present were : Chief In-
spector Cralg of Montreal, A. McPhee, H.

‘Quality Not Up to the Average.

The quality of the grain In Ontarlo, from
the samples submitted, is more or less
varied and not equal®to the average of
last year's grain. There was some critiy
cism over the sample of peas, which
showed more bugs than usual. The opin-
jon was freely given that it will soon be-
come a serious question with farmers as
to whether it will not be advisable to stop
growing peas for a year or so until the
bugs, which destroy the quality, die out,
this practice having proved that it is the
only geliable way to get rid of the pest,

The standards selected for the guidance
of the inspectors differ very Iittle from
those of last year. The deliveries of grain
by farmers up to the present time are
licht and below the quality usually deliv-
ered at this time of the year.
