The
Wytschaete-Ypres sector is so far
intact, and the high ground lying to
the southwest of it should prove
an obstinate barrier to the Germans.
Hilly ground in the vicinity of Kem-
mel, Locre, La Clytte, Reninghelst
will form a natural physical diffi-
culty in the path of the German,
should he attempt an enveloping
movement towards Poperinghe,
Steenvoorde, and thence southward
on to Hazebrouck. All these places,
mostly villages, have been used for
three years past as the rest billets
for British and Canadian troops.
More especially are they associated
with the Canadians, since they were
used as bases and rest billets for the

The German occupation of Bail-
leul, with the object of more easily
reaching Hazebrouck, a railroad
Junction of importance, signifies a
thrust from the direction of Armen-
tieres northwestward. In any case,
since the Ypres sector is holding
firm, the German armies are simply
creating for themselves a tremend-
ous salient, running south from
above Ypres through Wytschaete,
Wulverghem, Neuve-Eglise, and
thence on to Bailleul,

In the neighborhood of Bailleul,
such places as Mesteren, Berthen,
Boeschepe, Westoutre and Dra-
noutre were the foreign homes of
the Canadians. Steenvoorde, Haze-
brouck, Bailleu! and Poperinghe,
due north of it, and astride one of
the main roads to Ypres, have al-
ways been used as concentric points
for the storage of supplies of all
sorts. These towns are well known
to us, and it was from Steenvoorde
many & Canadian soldier has
marched to Hazebrouck and thence
entrained for the Somme.
