NEW YORK, Jan. 18.—The following 
la the special London cable - to 
The New York Post: The Bank of 
England rate will not be further low­
ered from the 6 per cent, fixed by 
Thursday’s reduction, unless such ac­
tion Is Impelled by forces outside of 
our own Immediate market, such aS 
a return movement of gold from you, 
or a lowering of the French bank 
rate. As regards the position of Parts 
in the matter, the Bank of France 
desires to renew the bills placed when 
our bank procured gold from Parla 
in November, and which mature next 
month. If our discount rates fall 
further, however, such renewal may 
•be checked.

Monday’s lowering of the Berlin 
bank rate, and the Imperial Bank's 
htrong statement, prove that the Ger­
man situation is better, for the mo­
ment at any rate; but there *re in­
dications which are not favorably re­
garded here,v that German bankers are 
seeking further elasticity of the cur­
rency rather than endeavoring to 
oheokw an over-expanded commercial 
activity.

Best quarters here still take- the 
ground that the excessive borrowing 
on commercial 'bills by. Germany ren­
ders ultimate financial trouble cer­
tain, but they admit that legislative 
expansion of the currency might defer 
the crisis Indefinitely.

That your financial position is great­
ly Improved, in the sense that the 
monetary strain is over, Europe now 
recognizes. It Is considered also that 
even your economic position has been 
materially strengthened thru the curb 
applied to your Import trade. Never­
theless, it is believed that commercial -, 
depression Is inevitable and that fail­
ures are yet to be faced.

Already there are indications that 
mercantile bills have been compul­
sorily extended at maturity tor your 
people, thru absolute Inability to re­
deem In cash. This, it Is believed, 
is the chief explanation of the pass­
ing of dividends by our De Beers and 
Premier Diamond companies. \ 

Despite the recent reaction, our own 
outlook, both for money and for stock», 
is fairly good. People are now, hoW* 
ever, beginning to talk of Morocco 
and Persia as unfavorable Influences, 
and Japanese finances are a cause of 
some anxiety.

Our attitude towards your market 
is unfavorable as regards shares and 
favorable as regards bonds.
