be out of -work I would, go on a farm.. 

T went to the Immigration agent and 
'he sent me to Coldstream by way of 
Komoka.

“The agent told me that the farmer 
would meet- rhe at the, station, but 
when I got there there was no one 
there. That was In November, and 
I had to walk nine and a half miles , 
to the farm, finding rijy way as best j 
I could. When I got there -the farmer ; 
was drunk' but I started right In to 
work. I was to stay there a month 
and If we suited each other I was 
tv stair a year. I was to get $8 a 
month.

“AH the time I was there I did not 
so much as taste of meat and I was 
there for over three months. Gener­
ally for a meal we had potatoes and 
either parsnips os carrots. I had all 
the stewed apples to eat I wanted and 
ibread. At breakfast and supper I 
had butter on the bread, but that was 
cut out at dinner. Sometimes we had 
soup made out of egg plant, and a 
couple of times a week we had apple 
pie. The first month I was there they 
gave me sugar In my -tea, but they 
cut that out later. On Christmas I 
was left alone In the house and had 
potatoes and parsnips for my Christ­
mas dinner.

"The first month I was there I had 
a nice room with a stove pipe In, it, 
but after that they put me in a room 
In the top of the house and every time 
It snowed there was two Inches of 
snow on my bed. There wasn’t any 
heat at all In the room.

"I had 27 head of cattle to look 
after and five borées, a mare and a 
colt, a sow and five young ones, a 
lot of sheep and 200 chickens. I ha-3 
to get up at a quarter to five and 
worked steadily till dark. A couple 
of times a week I had to get up at 
3 o’clock to get the horses ready for 
the farmer to go to London. I would 
have breakfast at 4 o’clock' and then 
have to wait until 1 o’clock for din­
ner. Then often I would have to sit 
up until 11 o'clock to wait for him 
to come home. When I wasn’t busy 
attending to the - stock or chopping 
wood for the house, I was drawing 
wood out for sale or chopping trees 
In the bush. Then I had to help the 
farmer's wife with the washing.

“My brother In England^ sent me 
some English papers, but on Sunday 
they wouldn’t let me read anything 
but thé Bible. For fear that I might 
read in my room th'e lamp they gave 
me at night would Just have enough 
oil In the wick to get me to bed.'

"At the table they used to read me 
clippings about the destitution in Eng­
land, and then say that they supposed 
there were plenty of men there who 
would be glad to work on a farm Just 
for their board.

“I wouldn’t work on a farm In Can­
ada for $250 a year. It’s simply giving 
your life away,” said Cooper In con­
clusion.”

Discussion still rages fiercely around 
the question of whether our Shorthorn 
cows shall be better milkers. Many 
advocates of the purely beef qualities 
of the Shorthorn want to make the 
farmers specialize Into either millk or 
beef; in other words, to raise Short­
horns for beef, and Holstelns for milk. 
These arguments, drawn from many 
analogies, seem convincing. But they 
cannot get over the deep-rooted senti­
ment that hangs around the old Short­
horn. And without humor, thereby 
hangs a tale! J

Mr. James Found of Dunbarton, Ont­
ario County, has a herd of milking 
Shorthorns that have really paid for 
his farm in a few years. The accom­
panying cut Is one of his 13-year-old 
cows. Rosebud—29743—, which cow 
dropped her twelfth calf last December. 
She has been milked for butter pur­
poses. and several other younger cqws 
on the farm have promises of better 
records. The calves are raised on skim 
milk and grain, and are sold at good 
prices. Many have been sold from $60 
to $80 at a year old.

On inquiry of Mr. Found It was 
learned that his cows returned him 
from $100 to $130 each per annum. This 
past year the average fell below the 
$100 mark, but there were, as all I 
know, several contributory causes for 
this. This cow has been a large milker 
and a good butter maker.

Like many other farmers Mr. Fourtd 
has paid for his farm from these 
Shorthorn cows, never more than four 
in the herd, while he does not have 
to slave himself to do so. He claims 
that the Shorthorn Is the farmer’s best 
friend. His other cows have remark­
ably prolific records. One 9 years old 
has her 9th calf. One 6 years her 6th 
calf, and another 4 years old. 3 calves.
