RATE WAR
SPREADING

Canadian Lines Have Issued
Reduced Rates Between
Liverpool and St. John--Have
Made Cut of About $7.

(Montreal Gazette.)

A fresh move in the Atlantic steamship
rate war was jnade yesterday, when the
Canadian Paciéf’:l, Allan, Dominion and
other Canadian lines trading to Great
Britain decided to make a reduction In
their prepaid rates from the Old Country
to Canada, as well as the reduction on
the eastbound trip that went into force
some time ago. This is, of course, the
result of the war going on between the
Cunard and White Star lines, which has
sent the prices of tickets on the down-
ward grade at a rapid rate. It was at
first thought *that the war between the
big Liverpool-New York lines would prove
of short duration, so the Canadian
lines waited some days before taking ac-
tion. Then they found that the fight was
going to last, so they reduced their easi:
bound rates to meet the New York pri-
ces. Still, however, under the impression
that the big fighters would soon come 3o
their senses, the Canadian lines did not
touch the rates from England to C‘madn.
But the fight went on, and it became ap-
parent that it would not only last, but
that if it did, the Canadian lines must
either come down too, or lose business.
So they came down.

In accordance with this resolve, notices
were yesterday issued that the interested
lines would immediately put on sale pre-
p:.nd tickets, available for passagé fro
Liverpool, up to and including March 31,
at the following rates: For the C. P. R.
Empresses and Allan turbiners, third
class, Liverpool to St. John, $21.25; for
other steamers on the Cdnadian route,

For second cabin passage the minimum
rate on the Empresses and turbiners will
be $33.75 between the same ports, and on
the other steamers, $31.25,

The normal rates are $28.75 on the Em-
presses and turbiners for third class, and
$27.50 on the other boats; for second
class passage, the usual rate is $40 for the
ordinary boats and $45 for the Empress
an’}i‘h turbiner class.

ese rates will especially apply to
tickets bought on this side gnd gxl')e;ymid,
for relatives or friends in Europe to come
out, and must be endorsed “good only
until March 31, 1908.” If presented after
that date, and prices have gone up, the
holders will have to pay the balance,
and tickets will only be sold for boats
sailing within one month of issue.

Negotiations are going on between the
White Star and Cunard/lines which may
lead to a settlement at any time, and it
was because of this that the Canadian
lines delayed meeting the cut in the east-
ward rates. But as what is known as
the “Prepaid season” is fast approaching,
and business was offering which would
be attracted to the New York route by
the low rates, the Canadian lines decided
to at once meet the cut.
