EGGS ARE DEARER

Good General Supply of Food-
stuffs in The City Market
Today

The price of eggs took another jump
in the city market this week, extras
having increased 5 cents, to 55 cents a
dozen and firsts three cents, to 48
cents a dozen. The supply of the
better grades was reported gradually
falling off. Butter was unchanged
with the creamery variety at 45 cents
and dairy at 88 to 42.

There was a good supply of green
goods. Cauliflowers were 15 to 85
cents each. Corn also was plentiful,
Mamouth selling at 50 cents a dozen,
Golden Bantam, 35 to 40 cents and
white, 80 to 35 cents. Carrots, beets
and parsnips were five cents a bunch.
Peas and beans were 7 to 8 cents a
pound; celery 10 cents a head, or three
for 25 cents; sweet potatoes, three
pounds for 25. Curly lettuce was five
cents a head and iceberg, 10 to 15
cents. Cucumbers were four and five
cents each; spash, 45 cents each;
Honeydew melons, 50 to 65 cents and
canteloups, 20 to 30.

There was plenty of lamb at 22 to
40 cents. Beef was 14 to 35 and veal
scarce at the same figure. Pork was
quoted at 25 to 85. Chickens were 55
a pound and freshly killed fowl, 40
cents.
