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MOVEMENT FOR
- A WAR INQUIRY

Resolution at Washington to lnvesti-
gate Expenditure by War
Department

Party Leaders Approve it — Re-
publicans May Extend Inquiry to
President’s War Fund and War
Risk Bureau

Washington, June 2—Republicans have
made their first move in congress toward
their proposed investigation of war ex-
penditures. A resolution, approved by

the party leaders, was introduced by,
Representative Graham of Illinois, call-|

ing for the appointment by Speaker Gil-
lett of a special ‘committee of fifteen
members “to investigate fully all con-

tracts and expenditures made by the war,

department or under its direction dur-
ing the present war.” Early actiog on
the measure is planned by the Republi-

Although calling for the appointment
of a special committee, party leaders
said the resolution merely contemplated
enlargement of the standing house com-
mittee on war department e di-
tures, consisting of four Republicans and
two Democrats, and headed by Mr.
Graham. Provision for the larger com-
mittee, Floor Leader Mondell said, was
made “because there are a number of
branches in the department which it may
be.deemed wise to examine separately”
through sub-committees.

“The purpose of the investigation, as
in the case of all the committees that
will undertake work of that character,”
added Mr. Mondell, “is accurately stated
in the legislative programme promul-
gated by the Republican conference at
the beginning of this congress, as to such
investigations as to inform the people
of war expenditures, and serve the pub-
lic interest.’”

The resolution was referred to the
rules committee, headed by Representa-
tive Campbell of Kansas, who said he
anticipated that the resolution would be
called to the attention of his committee
next week.

Party . leaders intimated that the in-
vestigations might assume a wider scope
than inquiry, merely, into the war de-
partment. It was said that the commit-
tee might later investigate expenditure
of the $100,000,000 war fund given to the
president for discretionary disposal, and
also for an investigation of the war risk
insurance bureau.

Addresses were delivered by Jas. L.
Sugrue, Peter C. Sharkey, John O’Brien
and Fred Campbell yesterday afternoon
at a meeting of the teamsters, chauff-
eurs, stablemen and helpers. The team-
sters’ union, which is only eleven months
old has a membership of more than 800.

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EARLY CHINESE POETRY

(Specially for the Boston Christian
Science Monitor.)
The morning glory climbs above my
head, i
i Pale flowers of white and purple, blue
and red.
I am disquieted.

Down in the withered grass something
i stirred,
‘I thought it was his footfall that I heard.
1 Then a grasshopper chirred.

'T climbed the hill just as the new moon_

'! showed,
I saw him coming on the southern road.
My heart lays down its load.

It is difficult to realize that such words
as these, rich with the wisdom of Brown-
ing and the sweetness of Shelley, lovely
with the song of nature in each line,
and seeming to sing as modern a lyric
as Miss Lowell, were written in the
tenth century before the Christian era.
But the poet is an ageless man—the
world’s greatest sharer—the philosopher.
He maintains the beauty of the world;
ilinks the 'centuries, the fallow periods
He endures, re-

jwith the productive.
tains advances.

There are two sorts of literature—
and so many' more that there are few
iboundaries—active and contemplative.
And I hayve.found in reading early
Chinese poets that, while writing of ac-
tive moments and of dramatic condi-
tions, and because they were a contem-
plative people, they were always able to
ipresent these moments wmh an honesty
ithat poets often evade. Of course this
ifact of contemplation is true of many
,Orientals, but the Chinese contribution
i to oriental literature is unlike that of
Persia or Japan or India. It is too un-
sweetened to resemble the poetry of Per-
sia, too universal to be like the Japan-
ese, and too direct to counter-part In-
dian writing. !

Unstidied Poetry.

It has been said of the early Chinese
writer that he did not know he was a
;poet, Ang that he had no “style.” His
‘mind was occupied with the actuality
{of the thing about which he desired to
‘speak, possessed by its most honest as-
pect. He was the echo of an incident.
The Chinaman sounds a conservative
poet, an unemotional transcriber. His
words are direct, and if he employs a
Isymbol it is a quotidian sight. He has
'lived in too perfect a harmony with na-
ture to be otherwise than simple. He
:has meditated under an ascending moon,
measured the stillness of a pool, remem-
'bered the chirr of a cricket to assoclate
them with what the spirit knows, link
them with the sorrow of a friend or his
‘own gladness. It is this power to con-
template, to listen, to understand nature
that made to endure the Chinese poets
,of the ten centuries before the Christlan
era.

Peach blossom after rain
Is deeper reds
The willow fresher green;
Twittering overhead;
And fallen petals lie wind-blown,
Unswept upon a courtyard stone,

Sympathy With Nature,

This is no adventure, no climactic tab-
ulation of emotions. It is the sympathe-
tie listening to, the pleasure in seeing,
the thinking about, nature. That a
peach blossom is more red after rain is
a ‘delicious fact without importance to
many people; but to the poet it is a
reason for the summer shower—and his
own content. Realism in poetry is more
often than otherwise unpoetic, it at-
tacks the ugly, the man-made, main-
tains and exalts it, and may exist foz
its own sake alone in recurrent “schools.”
Realism in this early Chinese poetry,
while it may be preoccupied with fact,
finds its emphasis for beauty in the har-
mony of nature rather than in disson-
ance. These poets are passive realists,

! receiving their impressions from a foree
| without themselves and giving these

notes forth again, not as their own ac-
hievement or as personally recorded sor-
rows, but as sort of data on life itself.
They do not intentionally turn from
the romantic or fail in idealism; rather
their realism becomes, when expressed
in- words, the inevitable romance of na-
ture. These Chinese poets have the sen-
sitiveness of a rare civilization and the
innocence of eager children. All sub-
Jjects to them are clean, life is pure,

The moon is shining on this borderland,
Just as it will be shining on Lung-
tow,
The sea is very quiet on the sand; '
I wonder what the folk are doing now.

The wild geese settle with the same old
cry,
The moonlight sleeps upon the thres-
hold stone.
The millet in the field is shoulder high,
;And my young wife goes up the path
alone,

The Benefit of Clannishness,

The Chinaman writes his love songs
to his wife and when they must be sep-
arated he sees her, in his vision, at home.
The instinct of the Chinese for the pres-
ervation of the family is almost as pow-
erful today as it was 8,000 years ago.
The grandfather is more important in
the household: than the grandson. His
. well-being is considered; his mainten-
ia,nce is the affair of the younger mem-
bers of the family, who will be, in their
turn, supported by their sons and grand-
lsons. This clannishness and the slow
|awakening of the Chinese women to
their share in national life may be rea-
i sons for the present separation of China
| from international power, but they haye
| retained for the poet the national indi-
| vidualism which is for him such a rare
fabric.

The following poem was written in
the ninth century before Christ and has
for subject a gathering of the clans:

| Midnight has still to come.
Down in the court the torch is blazing
bright;

The two forms used to hold the trans-
lated thoughts are quite different; and
Helen Waddell in the Chinese poem has
accomplished the difficult task which
Lady Gregory has not attempted, the
rhyming of a translation with entire
poetic sound, but I feel a certain lovely
likeness. between the Irish and the Chi-
nese poets. Each is a realist, each tells
us that poetry is not an exotic luxury,
and each shyly plays on a flute a theme
which might have been sounded in an-
other land on a penny whistle. And it
is a fact for conjecture that a certain
number of modern poets have taken the
early Chinése lyrics for model and con-
sciously ‘attuned themselves to the na-
ture that /the -celestial possessed by a
fine and fructuous contemplation.
