1 The cable a few days ago told of the 
wild automobile ride of rich young H. 
Lee Bond in London suburbs, holding 
up people right and left with revolvers.

In the course of an interview, Saint, 
said he was at the Mill House, Mr. 
Bond’s residence, with the car about 
two o’clock on Saturday, afternoon, when 
Bond told him to get ready to start. 
They went through Durley, Rdngwood 
and Poole to Weymouth, where his 
plcions were first aroused on account 
of Bond not saying where he was going, 
which was contrary to the usual prac­
tice.
■ “I was about fed up,” said Saint, “and 
refused to go any further. Bond ther- 
upon pulled out a revolver, and said if 
I did not go on he would shoot. He said 
he shot to kill, and that it would be best 
for me to go on. There were many 
people about but he hid the firearm un­
der his coat, and no one could see whet 
was taking place. Then we ran out of 
petrol,' and that was the first time I 
got out of the car to fill up, but he kept 
me covered.

“We drove through Dorchester to 
Puddletown, reaching there about half­
past four. Betid ordered some petrol and 
two head lamps, and the man wanted 
£6 each. Bond got into the car when the 
lamps were lighted, and, holding the re­
volver at my bead, said ‘Drive like fury’ 
We went back Into Dorchester, and then 
towards Bridport. -There had been a 
fair" at Dorchester, and there were a lot 
of people on the road. Some of them 
Bond ‘held up’ He seemed to prefer by­
lanes.

“Presently we came upon a young 
lady rod a man, who wanted a lift, as 
they had three miles to go. Bond pulled 
out Ms revolver and said: “Your money 
or your life I” The girl ran away scream- 
tog, and the man ran in front of the car 
and warned' the other people in the road.

“We left about ten o’clock and went 
on to Blanford, where on the road Bond 
tried to get into a post office, but 
unable to do so, and then we went on 
towards Wimbome and got to Shaftes­
bury in the early hours of the morning, 
where we got some petrol. We stopped 
at a farmer’s place. Bond thinking it 
was a garage. The farmer said he had 
not any petrol, and Bond said if he did 
not. give him some there would be bul­
lets flying.

“At length we reached the garage and 
took in some petrol and left the empties 
When the man went to get the bill Bond 
made me drive off. We then went to­
wards, Salisbury, and at Wilton a po­
lice officer tried to stop us and Bond 
pointed a revolver at me, and one at 
the inspector and said—‘Drive straight 
on; stop for nothing.’ ,

“Nothing occurred on the Salisbury 
road except that Bond stopped and ex­
amined the way. He decided to go to 
Warminster, and we left Salisbury on 
the right, but turned off before we got 
to Bournemouth. He told me he wanted 
to get on the North Road.

“At times he appeared to be dozing, 
and I worked my way back to Frome, 
but nothing happened, except that when 
he was awake he Occasionally said: ‘Be 
careful, Saint. I have got you covered.’ 
We came back through 'Shaftesbury 
again and I managed to work my way 
round into Ringwood and through Pyle- 
well, near Lymington, and eventually 
got to Mill House in the evening. He 
let me to go to the garage, where the 
police were awaiting me."
A Dramatic Arrest

The details of Bond’s arrest show that 
observation was kept upon Mill House 
for several hours, and Bond was seen pa­
cing the lawn, but it was not until 
about eleven o’clock at night that an op­
portunity occurred to capture him. Su­
perintendent Wakeford, taking a power­
ful acetylene lamp, entered the garden 
and approached Bond, followed by Po­
lice Sergeant Long and Police-Constable 
Poling, the former covering Bond with a 
revolver. As the superintendent drew 
near Bond swung round, whereupon the 
superintendent sprang forward, and seiz­
ed him, holding his arms close to his 
body. The sergeant and the Constable 
advanced at the same time and took two 
loaded revolvers from the hands of the 
captive.

Bond was removqd in custody to 
Lyndhurst Police Staton and it was in­
tended to convey him ,to Dorchester. Be­
fore doing so some lunch was ordered 
for him from a local hotel. It is said 
that when the police, hgnded him the 
tray they did not notice a knife on it. 
but Bond detected one beneath the cloth, 
hastily seized it, and drew the edge 
across his throat before he could be pre­
vented. Police-Constable Foling, who en­
deavored to wrest the knife from Bond 
received several severe cuts on the hands.

It was noticed that Bond had inflicted 
a deep wound in his throat, and after 
he had been attended by the police sur­
geon, Bond was femoved to tlle South­
ampton Hospital, where he is safd to be 
■tuktihg satisfactory progress;
