The claim of one of the survivors of the
Titanic for $85 for one white petticoat
brings sharp attention to this garment.

It is the opinion of the average man and
woman that $5 is about the limit for a
good looking petticoat and that few women
buy any. Onc has read reams about this
petticoatless age and how thousands f
mill girls were half starving because the
hardhearted fashion leaders refused to
wear more clothing. And here it is divulg-
ed that fashionable women not only wear
petticoats, but pay $85 for one.

The truth is that petticoats have shared
the fate of fabrics in the hands of the
manufacturers. When there was a cessa-
tion of full gowns and underwear there
was a critical financial trade condition; to
ofiset this lack of fabric used the quality
was raised, novelty was introduced and
the result was that many of the fabrics
used this winter cost $25 a yard, and some
half again that much.

Thte petticoat which went out of fash-
jon as a every day garment was  rein-
stated as a luxury. Tt was made of fan-
ciful fabrics at high prices. Crepe de chine
took the place of ordinary muslin, chif-
fon cloth took the place of linen lawn,
real lace was used for ruffles and hand
made. chiffon roses were substituted for
tucks. At this rate it is quite easy to pay
5‘35 for a simple petticoat to wear under
afl afternoon or evening gown, and when
point isce and strips of Ruesian sable are
used as adormment the price can go any
where it likes. ;

AN EVERY DAY PETTICOAT,

Even the most conservative woman can
eliminate petticoats from her wardrobe
when her winter skirt is lined with silk
or satin, and especially when it is of the
heavy fabrics that the seakon has made
fashionable. A petticoat under a skirt of
chamois cloth or chinchilla, or velours de
Jnine, would be unnecessary and incon-
