Embryo Sleuths, Seeking Divorce
Evidence, Find Treuble Instead

New York, Aug. 14—Searching, they
said, for divorce evidence, two men,
who described themselves later as Jas.
B. Varring of 288 Greene avenue, Brook- |
lyn, and Davis Willard of 76 West 119th |
street, stealthily entered the apartment
of Elmer de Sapresi, an art editor, on|
the second floor of 149 West 12th street,
early in the morn and were all but cut
to pieces by the editor and his wife, who
attacked them with a Japanese swordl
and a broad French bayonet.

The two, after climbing a picket fence
in front of the house, swung to a drop
ladder and started up the fire escape. By
mistake, they said in Charles street sta-
tion, where they were taken and locked
up, they had entered a window which
they believed. led to the apartment
where they expected to find a woman
for whom they were in search.

One of the men, cfdbing in through
the window, sfruck Mme de Sapresi,
who awakened her husband. Startled by
the presence of the men and believing
them to be burglars, the deSapresis
jumped from bed and grabbed the two
weapons from the wall. ;

‘Husband and wife attacked the two in
the dark, striking them repegtedly with
the sword, The men begged for mercy,
but the angered pair paid no attent ion
to them. Then the men attacked de
Sapresi and his wife, and both were bad-
ly beaten. -

Three other men tried to break their
way into the ~apartment, but were
compelled to retreat by the woman
and her Japanese sword. They, too,
were later arrested and charged with
disorderly conduct.

Policemen Cleveland and McNulty,
attracted by the cries, managed to stop
the furious onslaught on the critic and
his wife and lead.the two embryo de-
testives to the street, where an ambu-
lance surgeon worked for an hour patch-
ing up their numerous injuries.

KING HAS PASSED AWAY

In the year 1866 Mr. Gibson acquir-
ed the mill and lumber holdings of
| Rankine, Ferguson & Company, on the
{ Nashwaak river, and founded the town
,of Marysville, named in honor of his wife.
1He at once began a series of improve-
| ments, which resulted in the building
{up of a town which has since excited
.the wonder and admiration of every
! vigitor—a town without a peer in the
dominion. ~

Here Mr, Gibson established mills for
{the manufacture of large and small
. lumber, also grist mills and brick yards;
{and as a means of providing employ-
' ment for the young people of the place,
he erected and equipped one of the larg-
est cotton mills in Canada. N

A Great Industry

Mr. Gibson’s timber holdings on the
Nashwaak river include a large tract of
land which he acquired from the New
Brunswick & Nova Scotia Land Com-
pany. For forty years he had cut and
manufactured on an average 30,000,000
feet of lumber a year, the bulk of
which has been shipped to English and
European markets. A force of 1,200
men and nearly 100 horses was employed

to handle this vast quantity of lumber.
At the cotton mills 600 hands are em-
ployed and the output is shipped to all
parts of Canada. A total of twelve
hundred million feet of lumber has been
cut out on the Nashwaak lands in Mr.
(Hbson’s time, and they are as valuable
today as they ever were.

A few years ago, Mr. Gibson, by ac-
quiring property at Blackville, extended
his lumbering operations to the Mira-
michi. The lumber from -the mill at
Blackville is forwarded to Gibson by
rail and taken to St. John in scows for
shipment to the old country. The deals
manufactured at the Marysville mills
were floated down the Nashwaak and
loaded upon scows at the mouth of the
river, three miles below the town.

In addition to his cotton and lumber-
ing business, Mr. Gibson found time to
engage in several railway enterprises, In
conjunction with the late Hon. J. B.
Snowball, ‘he built the Northern &
Western railway (afterwards the Canada
Eastern), from Gibson to Loggieville,
which, in its course, opened up immense
tracts of valuable timber lands and pro-
moted settlement everywhere. Mr. Gib-
son became the sole owner of this rail-
way in 1898, and successfully operated
it until 1904, when it was purchased by
the dominion government and made part
of the Intercolonial system.

Mr. Gibson also built a narrow guage
line of railway from Gibson to Edmund-
ston, 150 miles in length, and disposed
of it to the New Brunswick Railway
Company, which concern after operating
it for several years, in turn, disposed
of it to the Canadian Pacific.

Mr. Gibson was also one of the incor-
porators of the Fredericton & St. Mary’s:
Bridge Company, which erected the
magnificent steel bridge which spans the
St. John river at Fredericton, and which
is now the property of the dominion
government. In 1880 Mr. Gibson was
one of the syndicate with the late Sir
W. P. Howland that offered to con-
struct the Canadian Pacific railway.

Too Much for One to Handle

In 1897, owing to the great increase in
his business, which made it impossible
for one man to attend properly to all its
complicated details, Mr. Gibson’s vast
enterprises were taken over by a stock
company, known as the Alexander Gib-
son Railway & Manufacturing Com-
pany, Ltd. Mr. Gibson was appointed
president and general manager of the
company, and filled the position up te
the time of his death, giving it his close
personal attention.

He was a man of remarkable energy
and it has been many years since he has
tcken a holiday. He had always been
in the enjoyment of perfect health.

In religion Mr. Gibson was a devout
Methodist and one of the greatest bene-
factors of his church in the maritime
provinces. He built, at his own expense,
the magnificent Methodist church at
Marysville, and presented it as a free
gift to the New Brunswick and P. E.
I. Conference. He also paid the minis-
ter’s salary and supported the church
out of his own pocket.

Mr. Gibson’s wife, who was Miss
Mary Robinson, died seventeen years
ago. There are two sons—Alexander
Gibson, jr., ex-M.P., mayor of Marys-
ville, and James Gibson. He also has

Concerning Mr. Gibson, the late Frank
H. Risteen of Fredericton, once wrote:

“The spruce tree is king in New
Brunswick, but the spruce tree bows its
head in homage to Alexander Gibson.
Starting in life as the proyverbial  podr
boy, in the village of .Igpreaux, his
career reads like a romance. He em-
ploys an army of men in the woods, on
the stream and on the river, cutting,
driving, sawing and shipping nearly 50,-
000,000 feet of lumber every year. He
built the original New 'Brunswick rail-
way, about 200 miles in length, extend-
ing from Gibson to Edmundston, with
a branch to Presque Isle—all of which
is now a part of the great Canadian
Pacific railway system. He built in
conjunction with Senator Snowball,: of
Chatham, the Canada Eastern railway,
116 miles in length, from Fredericton
to Chatham, besides a branch from
Blackville to Indiantown.

“He is part owner in conjunction with
Senator Temple of the handsome steel
railroad bridge which spans the river
between Fredericton and Gibson. -He
built at Marysville and has managed
with great success one of the largest
cotton mills in Canada. He erected and
donated to the New Brunswick Metho-
dist Conference one of the finest
churches in the province and has since
maintained it entirely-at his own ex-
pense, = :

“Here is a town of 2,500 inhabitants,
owned and controlled by one man more
absolutely than the Czar of Russia con-
trols his vast domains; but the reign of
this industrial Alexander is a beneficient
one; his subjects are contented and law-
abiding, and Marysville is in all respects
a model community. It is a beautiful
town as well, and, standing as it does
a monument to the energy and ability
of New Brunswick’s foremost citizen,
the visitor cannot fail to be repaid for
time spent in viewing its throbbing fac-
tories and peaceful, home-like tene-
ments.”

LYNCHING AT LAURENS, S, C.

Young Negro Protested to the Last His
Innocence of Attack Upon a Young
White Woman

Laurens, S. C., Aug. 14—Protesting his
innocence to the last, Richard Puckett,
a young negro charged with attacking
a young white woman of the commun-
ity, was taken from the jail here and
lynched. His swinging body afterward
was perforated with bullets from the
revolvers of more than 2,000 men, who
composed the mob.

The sheriff declared Puckett had con-
fessed his crime. The negro, just before
he was Iynched, protested his inno-
cense. The mob overpowered the sheriff
and his deputies, breaking down the
jail door and tearing to pieces a steel
cage in which Puckett was confined.

NOVELIST’S AFFAIRS
IN RECEIVER’S HANDS;
“BROKE” IN BRUSSELS

London, Aug. 14— William Lequeux,
an English Novelist, apparently has
reached an awkward situation as regards
his finances for his affairs were yester-
day placed in the hands of the official
receiver on the petition of his wife, who
claims 81,500 arrears under a deed of
separation.
