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Treuble in Bavarian House of
Lords Over Suspension of Law
Against Jesuits -— The “Kid"”

The House of Lords at Munich was the
scene, the other day, of a particularly vio-
lent quarrel between the regent’s grand-
son, Prince George of Bavaria, and his
kinsman Count Hans Toerring, who as
chief of a mediatized house (one formerly
exercising petty sovereign powers) was
able to marry Duchess Sophie, of Bavaria,
on a footing of equality. .
:‘The dispute was in connection with: the
action of the mew ppemier in-issuing, with
the sanction of the regent and of his own
fellow members of the cabinet, a gircula¥
to al! national, provineial and municipal
officials, directing them to refrain from
any further application of the federal law
of the German Empire against the Jesuits.

This ]aw was enacted by the Reichstag
at Berlin forty years ago, at the instance
.of Bismarck, in the early etages of his
“Cultur-Kampf” againet the Catholic
¢hurch. It provides for the expulsion of
;.tbg Jesuit Order from the empire, and in
i Spite of much popular opposition in Bavar-
jia was finklly proclaimed in that state by
i the pro-Bismarck administrationw then in
office. - . : i . :

The “Cultur-Kampf,” however, has long
been ended by the defeat of the iron
Chancellor. , He himself is now in his
grave, and the federal law against the
order has to such an extent fallen into
desuetude that individual Jesuits go about
their business even in Prussia, utterly un-
molested. ¢

The new administration at Munich de-
cided some weeks ago to suspend the ex:
pulsion law, so far as it concerns Bavaria
(which is the most Catholic state of the
empire, more than ‘three-quarters of the
population belonging to that faith) and to
.restore to the Jesuits the same degree of
freedom which they possess, for instance,
in the United States. .

The Typewriter Girl

The girl who is operating a typewriter
does not appear to be doing very heavy
physical lgbor, as compared with the
brawny individual in the etokehold of an
Atlantic liner who is shovelling coal into
a hungry furnace, but this is one of the
many . instances in which superficial ap-
pearances are deceptive; @s a comparison
of the force éxpended by the two will
show. The etoker may be credited with
handling one ton of coal an hour, or eight
tons a day, plus the weight of his shovel.
Adding the shovel to his 17,060 lbs. of
coal, he expends about 20,000 lbs. of en-

ergy.

For each key struck on the typewriter
there is an expendifure of something more
than three ounces of energy, or, say, one
pound to the average word. A fair oper-
ator will average 1,500 words an hour, or
in eight hours 12,000 words—12,000 lbe of
energy. To throw over the carriage for
each new line requires on an average 3
lbs. of force. Tgelve thousand words wiil
make 1,000 lines, so there are 3,000 lbe of
energy to be added to the: 12,000, making
15,000 Ibs. of energy expended—which com-
pares pretty well with the etoker’'s 20,000
all things considered. A really fast oper-
ator would push the expenditure of en-
ergy in to 25,000 lbs. or more.
